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Against the background of the growing role of territorial communities in the economic
development of Ukraine in the context of decentralization and self-government reform, the article
notes that the responsibility of communities for local development requires professionalism and
systematic actions of their representatives, in particular, managers of the socio-cultural sphere.
Special attention is paid to social capital as an important intangible factor that ensures effective
communication between community members. Social capital helps to increase trust and interaction,
which, in turn, affects the sustainability of local development and the ability of their self-regulatory
bodies to respond to challenges.

The authors emphasize that managers of socio-cultural activities should be aware of the
importance of social capital, which is manifested through the activity of citizens, the relationship
between them and their responsibility for the state of affairs in the community; the identified
technologies for the formation of social capital include social partnership, social animation, image
and participation through involvement. In particular, in the context of the protection and
preservation of historical and cultural monuments, the author emphasizes the need to develop
public-private partnerships to preserve cultural heritage. It is emphasized that a successful
partnership can contribute to the sustainable development of the local economy and the formation
of civic engagement.

The conclusions to the article emphasize the principles of community development, which,
with the assistance of socio-cultural management, should be based on active citizen participation,
Justice, sustainable development and moral and ethical foundations, and self-government, they offer
recommendations for the formation of effective development strategies, emphasizing the importance
of a comprehensive approach to the socio-cultural development of territorial communities.

Formulation of the problem. The list of general competencies of a bachelor and master of
cultural studies in the state standards of higher education of 2020 in the specialty define the
ability to communicate in a foreign language. The training of the specialists eager to operate in
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the multicultural environment of the constantly changing socio-cultural field of Ukraine and
Eastern European region is one of the foundations of the educational and professional programs
«Culturology» of the first (bachelor’s) and second (master’s) levels of higher education of the
Poltava National Pedagogical University named after V. G. Korolenko. This is ensured not only
by the educational courses provided in the University. Among them there are: «Foreign language
(by professional direction)» in the course of bachelors training from the cycle of mandatory
components General preparation of the educational program with the volume of 6 credits and
«Foreign language academic writing» in the course of preparation of the masters from the cycle
of mandatory components of the General preparation of the educational program with the
volume of 3 credits. In addition to this, the department practiced the lecturing in English to the
groups having all English speaking students.

Since 2017, this practice has been tested for the first time during the preparation of
master’s degrees in cultural studies. They were taught the course «Modern non-traditional
religious teachings» from the elective cycle of educational disciplines, compiled in accordance
with the educational and scientific program of master’s training relevant at that time specialty
8.02010101 Cultural Studies. 120 hours / 4 ECTS credits were allotted for the study of the
academic discipline. The course was designed so that students had to learn the main concepts
and terms of the problem area in a foreign language; stages of formation of «religions of the New
Age»; conditions and factors of formation of non-traditional religious systems, their main ideas,
and representatives; methods and methods of activity of non-traditional religious organizations;
to be able to distinguish the features of individual non-traditional religious systems of our time;
relying on the knowledge of the main ideas of non-traditional religious systems, to clearly
formulate the theoretical and methodological foundations of their activity; to explain the
regularity of the appearance of relevant ideas, views, concepts in the world socio-cultural and
religious space at one or another stage of its history; conduct scientific research in the direction
of researching the problems of modern non-traditional religious teachings.

Later, the successful practice was expanded through the teaching in English of the subject
«Theory of Culture» in the bachelor’s training course from the cycle of mandatory components
of the professional training educational program with the volume of up to 11 credits and «Socio-
cultural institutions and EU practices» in the master’s training course from the cycle of
mandatory components of professional training preparation of the educational program in the
amount of 3 credits. However, this was not the final innovation in the process of language
education of future specialists of Cultural Studies. The department of Cultural studies,
Philosophy and Museology of Poltava V. G. Korolenko National Pedagogical University signed
the agreements of cooperation with the stakeholders who were involved in the process of
discussing and revising educational programs and also helped with organizing the internships,
insuring the dual education of experts in cultural sphere, and involved the students into active
socio-cultural projects, carried out for the local communities of Poltava Region and for the
temporarily discalced families who found themselves in Poltava because of Russian invasion
into Ukraine since 2022.

Collaborative efforts in training cultural studies specialists, who not only have a broad
knowledge of contemporary culture but also possess the skills to engage in organizational (often
educational and outreach), research (both analytical and practical), and leisure activities within
the cultural sphere, have been a defining feature of the Department of Cultural Studies at Poltava
Pedagogical University since its inception. The diverse range of stakeholders involved in this
process is driven by the professional opportunities available to such specialists, which span
educational institutions, cultural organizations, and the cultural and creative industries
(Ocsimuvo-npoghecivina npoepama «Kyromyponozisay, 2024). The adoption of higher education
standards in 2020 for the specialty 034 Cultural Studies marked a significant milestone in the
development of cultural studies education. These standards not only clarified the necessary
subjects for cultivating the essential skills and competencies required of a cultural studies
specialist but also outlined the normative framework for their training. This framework
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emphasizes a holistic approach, combining theoretical knowledge with practical applications in
various fields. One of the pressing challenges in this process is the formation of foreign language
competence. In today’s globalized world, specialists in cultural studies must be able to engage
with international audiences, access foreign-language research materials, and participate in
cross-cultural dialogues. This requires not only a basic proficiency in a foreign language but a
deeper, more specialized understanding that allows for effective communication in professional
and academic contexts. Integrating foreign language training into the curriculum thus becomes
essential for ensuring that graduates can navigate the international cultural landscape, collaborate
with global organizations, and contribute to intercultural exchanges. A key aspect of this training
is the ability to organize and maintain effective cross-cultural communications with a broad
range of entities. These include foreign government bodies at different levels, international
research institutions involved in cultural and social studies, and information and analytical
services. In addition, cultural specialists are trained to engage with foreign mass media on
cultural topics, ensuring that they can serve as intermediaries between Ukrainian academic
research, public policy, and the wider public in Europe and oversees.

To address this issue, the Department of Cultural Studies at Poltava Pedagogical
University is increasingly prioritizing language courses and encouraging students to participate
in international academic programs (Erasmus+ and so on) and conferences (as an example, the
International Scientific Conference of Young Ukrainianists and Researchers of Slavic Studies at
the University of Warsaw, November 13 and 16, 2020, where Poltava was represented by the
head of the Cultural studies department, doctor of historical sciences Oleksandr Lukyanenko
(«Forced to force: female students of the pedagogical institute on the fields of the German-Soviet
wary) and master’s student of the faculty of technology and design Taras Naidenko («Formation
of the image of the «new womany in the Soviet poster art of the 1930s — the first half of the
1950s») (Koponenkisyi é3sanu yuacms y pooomi Misicnapoonoi Haykosoi koughepenyii moaooux
VKpainicmis i docnionuxie cnos anosnascmea y Ilonvwi). This not only enhances their linguistic
skills but also broadens their worldview, making them more competitive in both local and global
job markets. This comprehensive approach has prompted the establishment of strong
partnerships with stakeholders, including public organizations, cultural institutions, and local
communities. This collaboration is particularly visible in the involvement of students in cultural
projects across the region’s cities and towns. Such hands-on experience not only enhances their
learning but also contributes to the cultural development of these communities, strengthening the
link between education and regional development.

Analysis of the latest research. Scientists pay not much attention to the topic, so we can
state the lack of targeted publications on this problem. Some aspects of the practical professional
training of a the future specialists in the field of Cultural Studies are covered in the works by
Vyta and Vitaliy Dmytrenkos (Jmutpenko B., Imutpenko B., 2022), Olha Chernyavska
(Yepnsscbka O., 2020), Inna Hurova (I'yposa 1., 2017), Liubov Kravchenko (Kpasuenko JI.,
Kapany3osa H., 2009; KpaBuenko JI., Crenanenko M., 2014), Alla Lytvynenko
(JIutBunenko A., 2022), Renata Vynnychuk, Oleksandr Lukyanenko (Lukyanenko O.,
Vynnychuk R., 2022; JIyk’saenko O., 2023; JIyk’sauenko O., 2024), and others. The question of
the formation of students’ language competence during the education process is much better
depicted in the papers of Ukrainian scientists (for example, by Iryna Kohut (Koryr 1., 2022),
Yuliya Zadunayska (3amynaiiceka lO., 2016), Ivanna Kukhta (Kyxrta 1., 2008), Oleksandr
Lukyanenko (JIyk’staenko O., 2011) and others). However, the involvement of the stakeholders
into the process of the formation of general and professional competences of people who have
received education in the humanitarian field of knowledge has not been fully learned yet. As a
basis of the research, we took the educational and professional program «Cultural Studies» of the
first (bachelor’s) and the second (master’s) levels of higher education in the specialty
034 Culturology of the field of knowledge 03 Humanities. We used the experience on the
cooperation between the department of Cultural Studies, Philosophy and Museology with the
stakeholders presented on the official website of the Poltava V. G. Korolenko National
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Pedagogical University (Kageopa kynemyponoeii Ilonmagcbkoeo HayioHaibH020 neda2o2iviozo
yuieepcumemy imeni B. I'. Koponenxa: ogiyitinuii caiim).

The purpose of the research is the analysis of using the potential of stakeholders in the
formation of professional and foreign language competences of future culturologists through the
combination of individual disciplines of the professional training with practical activities in the
field.

Presenting main material. One of the examples of such cooperation is the formation of
foreign language competence and soft skills of future culturologists and the provision of real
practical experience . the content of theoretical disciplines. As an example, let’s mention the
cooperation with the non-governmental organization «European choice of Poltava Region». The
partner of the department in cooperation on the training of future culturologists sets before itself
several tasks, which, probably, should be faced by many educational institutions not only of
Poltava Oblast, but also of Ukraine:

—the issue of the dynamics of English development as a language of international
communication: Should we immerse ourselves in classical English, given the rise of «Globishy,
a simplified variant of English shaped by «international imperfections» due to the grammatical
and phonetic peculiarities of non-native speakers’ linguistic environments?

—the challenge of English language specialization: Where is the boundary between
acquiring the «necessary minimum» of vocabulary and grammar for international
communication and delving into the more complex realm of professional terminology?

—the issue of balancing native language and English: How can one preserve national
identity amidst the whirlwind of globalization without sacrificing cultural uniqueness while
mastering English?

— the challenge of balancing English with other regional EU languages: How does learning
German, French, Czech, or other European languages impact overall student development? Does
the study of multiple languages enhance linguistic competence, or does the overload of
information hinder proficiency in any one language?

On the initiative of Tetyana Kolyvanova, the Chairman of the Presidium of the Board of
the NGO «European Choice of Poltava Region» and Roman Shestopal, the head of the NGO
«United by Hope», who are stakeholders of the educational program «Culturology», online
express courses in English are traditional. So, in 2024, every Tuesday and Thursday, starting
from April 16 until June 2024, education seekers and internally displaced persons, as well as
vulnerable groups of the population, had the opportunity to join classes for free with the teacher
of the Poltava Language Center «European Choice» Lisa Badasen. During the courses, students
updated their basic knowledge of English, and also worked on improving skills useful for taking
foreign language tests. The classes were especially useful for those who are preparing to take the
EVI — an entrance test in a foreign language for admission to study for a master’s degree on the
basis of a bachelor’s degree, master’s degree (educational qualification level of a specialist), as
well as those who planned to enter graduate school Head of the sector of educational and socio-
cultural activities of the public organization «European Choice of Poltava Region», head of the
department of cultural studies, Professor Oleksandr Lukyanenko was responsible for the
orientation of preparation for the All-European recommendations on language education for
levels B1-B2, and also monitored the selection of test tasks based on authentic texts from printed
and online periodicals, booklets and fiction.

The project of online express courses and the block of preparation for taking a single
entrance exam in a foreign language for admission to master’s and postgraduate studies of future
workers in the socio-cultural sphere in the conditions of the war between Russia and Ukraine is
implemented annually with the financial support of the partner of the Department of Cultural
Studies, the Public Organization «Mana Eiropa» (Riga, Latvia) (Cmetikeondepu iniyirosaiu
OHIAUH-KYPCU 3 AH2TIIUCLKOT MOBUL).

In addition, stakeholders are involved in the process of shaping the individual educational
trajectory of education seekers through the acquisition of knowledge through the system of
informal education. For example, master’s students of the specialty 034 Cultural studies attended
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the course «English in cultural studies» during April-June 2023. Students mastered video
lectures and performed practical tasks, during which they learned to reproduce the studied
material in oral speech and in writing; formed the ability to listen to texts with professional
cultural terminology and perform practical tasks; improved the skills of cursory and thoughtful
reading of special texts with analysis of what was read; developed the ability to use commonly
used and special vocabulary in speech situations; improved knowledge of the basic grammar of
tenses and language constructions; learned to use phraseological units in communication;
mastered the skills of conducting a discussion in the field of cultural studies. Subsequently, the
Poltava Pedagogical University held a meeting of the commission on recognition of learning
results obtained in non-formal education by students of the second (master’s) level of higher
education of the educational program «Culturology». Students of the K-64 group Mykola Loza
and Lyubov Andruh completed the course «English in cultural studies» (3 credits, 90 hours),
developed by a stakeholder of the specialty, the public organization «European Choice of
Poltava Region» and held on the basis of educational online platforms of the language center
«European Choice (Poltava, Ukraine) and NGO «Mana Eiropa» (Riga, Latvia). The commission
consists reviewed the applications of education seekers for the recognition of the results of non-
formal education, obtained in the period from 04/03/2023 to 06/30/2023 during the online course
created by the foreign language teacher Elizabeth Badasen. The commission decided that the
learning outcomes of the course «English in cultural studies» correspond to the expected learning
outcomes of the educational discipline «Foreign language public broadcasting: image aspect»
and offered to recognize the learning outcomes of M. Loza and L. Andruh in non-formal
education as the study of the educational component «Foreign language public broadcasting:
image aspect» (4 credits, 120 hours, credit control form) in the III semester
0f 2023-2024 (Macicmpanmu xagedpu Kyn1bmypono2ii 3000y1u HeghopMmanbHy 0ceimy).

The knowledge, skills and abilities obtained in this way help future culturologists during
their adaptation at the workplace and in the course of practical training. Similar projects have
been repeatedly tested by the department of cultural studies, philosophy and museology, and
their characteristics can be the subject of a separate scientific research work.

Conclusions. The prospects for expanding language training for students majoring in
Cultural Studies are highly significant in the context of globalization and intercultural
communication. Here are several key directions for development among them are: learning
multiple foreign languages; in-depth study of professional vocabulary; international exchange
programs; use of new technologies; enhancing proficiency in English and preserving national
identity. Expanding language training involves integrating several foreign languages into the
curriculum. In addition to English, students can study other languages such as French, German,
Spanish, or regional European languages, enhancing their mobility and competitiveness in the
international job market. It is important for cultural studies specialists to have not only general
language competence but also a strong command of specialized terminology in the field of
culture. This will allow them to work on international projects, engage in cultural diplomacy, and
conduct research. Increasing student participation in international programs, such as Erasmus+,
helps deepen language knowledge through direct involvement in study exchanges and cultural
programs abroad. This immersion in a language environment provides practical skills in
intercultural communication. Online platforms and mobile applications for language learning
offer new opportunities to expand language training. The use of technology can make learning
more interactive and flexible, allowing students to study languages at their own pace. Since
English remains the primary language of international communication, special attention should
be paid to its advanced study, focusing on academic, scientific, and professional terminology. It
is important to maintain a balance between learning foreign languages and preserving one’s
native language and culture. This will help form conscious specialists who can work effectively
in an international environment without losing their connection to their national identity. These
prospects will help Cultural Studies students effectively integrate into the global cultural
community, broaden their professional horizons, and strengthen their intercultural
communication skills.
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THE INVOLVEMENT OF STAKEHOLDERS IN THE FORMATION OF GENERAL
AND PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCES OF PEOPLE WHO HAVE RECEIVED
EDUCATION IN THE HUMANITARIAN FIELD OF KNOWLEDGE

The article analyzes the place and role of stakeholders in the system of professional
training of cultural studies. It was determined that among the general and professional
competencies of the bachelor and master of cultural studies, the state standard of higher
education in the specialty defines the ability to communicate in a foreign language, which
directly affects the ability to use various sources of information, analyze cultural policy in
foreign institutions. It is described how the training of specialists who are able to popularize
knowledge about culture and disseminate information of cultural content, using modern
information, communication tools and visual technologies among the international community,
became one of the foundations of the educational and professional programs «Culturology» of
the first (bachelor’s) and second (master’s) levels of higher education of Poltava National
Pedagogical University named after V. G. Korolenko. It is characterized how this process is
provided not only by the content of educational components from the cycle of general training,
but also through the involvement of stakeholders in the process of developing, discussing,
changing and revising educational programs and organizing courses of non-formal education,
foreign language training and involvement in socio-cultural projects with territorial
communities. It has been proven that mutual work on the training of a specialist in cultural
studies, who not only possesses a wide range of modern cultural knowledge, but is also capable
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of effective interaction with members of the public, has been part of the activities of the
Department of Cultural Studies, Philosophy and Museum Studies of the Poltava Pedagogical
University since its foundation. A wide base of stakeholders involved in the educational process
helps in expanding the possibilities of foreign language training of a specialist who can work in
educational institutions, cultural institutions and cultural and creative industries. The
implementation in 2020 of the standards of higher education in the specialty 034 Culturology
helped outline the range of subjects capable of forming the necessary skills and abilities of a
culturologist, and also determined the need for a specialist to communicate freely in state and
foreign languages orally and in writing to discuss professional issues, present the results of
research and projects. This prompted the establishment of close cooperation with stakeholders
for their involvement in the process of formal and informal foreign language education of
students with the aim of expanding their potential when looking for work in the cities and towns
of the region, Ukraine and the world.

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SOPHIA RUSOVA ON LABOR EDUCATION OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Given the current socio-political and economic circumstances, the article analyzes and
updates the pedagogical ideas of the prominent Ukrainian practitioner and educator Sofia
Rusova on the labor education of preschool children. The purpose of the article is to analyze,
systematize and characterize the components of the concept of labor education of preschool
children in the pedagogical heritage of S. Rusova. The significance, content, forms and methods
of labor education of preschool children in the pedagogical heritage of the practicing teacher
are revealed.

In the context of finding ways to implement the Basic Component of Preschool Education
at the present stage, the need for timely involvement of the child in feasible labor activity is
proved.

The author analyzes the pedagogical works of the scientist, which outline the theoretical
and methodological foundations of labor education of children. The types of children’s labor
(self-service, gardening, manual labor with various materials, household labor), requirements
for it (interesting, feasible, pleasant, not tiring the child, not monotonous, corresponding to the
age and individual characteristics of children, having a socializing effect, developing
inclinations and abilities) are considered separately. The content and methods of organizing
child labor are highlighted. The author emphasizes the educational possibilities of using various
types of manual labor (drawing, cutting, gluing, modeling, weaving, embroidery, wood carving)
and various natural materials.

It is proved that the creative work of S. Rusova on the ideas of labor education of
preschool children is a vivid testimony to the development of Ukrainian pedagogical theory and
practice in the early twentieth century. The historical experience of the past and its potential for
constructive use in the practice of modern preschool education institutions of Ukraine are
rethought.

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SOCIO-PEDAGOGICAL PREREQUISITES FOR THE FORMATION
OF A. KARYSHYN’S SCIENTIFIC HERITAGE
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The scientific and pedagogical legacy of an outstanding figure helps to trace the unity of the
personality with the national roots of the Ukrainian people, the continuity of the connection between
the past and the present day. Since time immemorial, the greatness and inimitability of the
multifaceted pedagogical talent of A. Karyshyn has received real recognition, and it is important for
us to find out and understand the influence of socio-pedagogical prerequisites on the formation of
the scientific and pedagogical heritage of A. Karyshyn. The path traveled by the teacher in the
conditions of the current Soviet system, the practical experience gained in those conditions, thanks to
the innate purposefulness, perseverance, nurtured love for the land, for people, for science is
invaluable.

In the modern realities of the transition to the implementation of a new strategy for the
development of society, the problem of teacher training appears as one of the leading odes. In
modern conditions, we need a specialist who knows how to creatively approach the combination of
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traditional and innovative technologies. The uniqueness of A. Karyshyn’s experience in scientific,
pedagogical, organizational, economic matters is the object of our research.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the influence of socio-pedagogical prerequisites on the
formation of A. Karyshyn's scientific heritage.

The life and formation of the worldview of A. Karyshyn (1912-1987) took place against the
background of the historical events of the beginning of the 20th century. in the world and the Russian
Empire, in particular.

The development of the Ukrainian national state during the unfolding of the national-
democratic revolution of 1917-1921 put the task of creating a national school in the foreground as
the most important means of education and development of Ukrainian youth, which was one of the
basic prerequisites that influenced the formation of worldview motives and beliefs of A. Karyshyn.

Secondly, the defeat of the national-democratic revolution of 1917-1921 and the establishment
of Soviet power in Ukraine led to a change in the socio-pedagogical, socio-political foundations of
the state. This led to the development of a new concept for the development of school education in
Ukraine, the purpose of which was the organization of social education of children and the
development of socialist elements. This was the second important prerequisite that influenced the life
and activity of A. Karyshyn.

The change in the social position of the peasants, the intelligentsia, the military, the
consequences of these changes both for the specified representatives of the Ukrainian people and for
the country as a whole, the establishment of totalitarian foundations in the management of the
Ukrainian state was the prerequisite that forced the intelligentsia to look for the possibility of
maintaining a balance between the need to protect human dignity, national spirituality and avoiding
persecution by representatives of the Soviet government and security forces.

Extreme conditions in which a person finds themselves play a big role in the process of
formation of worldview positions of an individual, expansion of worldview, formation of civic
qualities. The beginning of World War II in 1939, the entry of the Soviet Union into the war in 1941
became an important prerequisite that influenced the hardening of A. Karyshyn’s personality as a
citizen, his character, and actions.

The conducted research is the first attempt to systematize the socio-pedagogical prerequisites
of the formation of the scientific heritage of A. Karyshyn, it does not exhaust all aspects of
pedagogical activity and requires a holistic, systematic consideration of the analysis of his
pedagogical heritage.

Formulation of the problem. The professional training of future officers in higher
education institutions (HEIs) of Ukraine in the context of military operations has its own specific
peculiarities due to the need to adapt the educational process to the realities and challenges posed
by the current situation. These peculiarities reflect both the need to improve professional training
and the requirements for mobility, rapid response and adaptability of officers.

The curricula of the higher education institutions are adjusted considering the experience
of combat operations and current threats. This includes the implementation of new disciplines,
such as «Asymmetric warfare», «Counteraction to diversion and intelligence actions», «Work
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with unmanned aerial vehicles», «Cybersecurity», «Urban warfare tactics», etc. The cadets’
training is based on the analysis of real combat operations conducted by the Ukrainian armed
forces. Real cases, results of combat operations, and the experience of officers who participated
in combat operations are actively included into the curriculum. This allows future officers to
understand the specifics of modern conflicts better and to be prepared to perform tasks in similar
conditions. These peculiarities determine the modern approach to future officers training in
Ukrainian higher education institutions, which is focused on ensuring a high level of
professionalism, readiness for military actions and effective performance of official duties in the
conditions of war. Modern requirements for the professional training of future officers actualize
the problem of developing their project and analytical competence.

Analysis of the latest research. The problems of developing the project and analytical
competence of future officers, organizational and pedagogical principles of implementing a
competency-based approach into the work of military higher education institutions were
considered in the works of Ye. Denysenko, L. Kravchenko, S.Marchenkov, O.Meiko,
Yu. Melnychuk, O. Polonskyi, O. Torichnyi, T. Ploshchynska, P. Khomenko, V. Yahupov and
others. The works consider the specifics of the development of informational and analytical
competence of future officers (Marchenkov, 2019; Meiko, 2019); study the peculiarities of
analytical thinking skills development and determine the criteria, indicators and levels of project
and analytical competence (Melnychuk, 2018; Ploshchynska, 2021); substantiate the preparation
for project activities as a means of ensuring the professional competence of future border guard
officers (Torichnyi, 2022). A number of works are devoted to the development of technological
(Khomenko, Denysenko, 2022), informational and analytical (Yahupov, 2012), scientific and
research (Polonskyi, Kravchenko, Khomenko, 2019) competencies of future officers. At the
same time, it is worth to note the lack of systematic works devoted to the study of project and
analytical activities of future officers in the process of professional training in military HEIs of
Ukraine, which led us to choose the topic of the study.

Presenting main material. The project and analytical training of future officers in
Ukrainian higher education institutions (HEIs) is an extremely important component of their
professional training. This is due to several key aspects that ensure the ability of officers to
perform their duties effectively in modern conditions. Project and analytical skills allow officers
to plan and implement various military and organizational projects effectively. This includes the
optimal use of resources, coordination of units’ actions, and ensuring the strategic goals
achievement on time. This increases the overall effectiveness of military management.

The current military situation requires officers to be able to work with large amounts of
information, use modern technologies, and make decisions in a fast-paced environment. Project
and analytical training provides them with the necessary knowledge and skills to work in an
environment where information and technology play a key role. The project and analytical
training provides future officers with management skills that are critical for effective units
commanding. This includes the ability to plan, to organize work, to monitor the implementation
of tasks and to take responsibility for results. Such skills are essential for successful career in the
army, where officers often have to solve complex management problems.

We propose to consider the structure of project and analytical activities of future officers in
the unity of the following elements:

— goal orientation — defining the main goals and objectives of the project is the first stage
in project and analytical activities; it is important for future officers to learn how to formulate
goals correctly, taking into account the overall strategic objectives of the military structure and
the specifics of a particular operation or task;

— planning — includes the development of a detailed action plan that covers all stages of
project implementation; in the planning process, future officers should learn to identify the
necessary resources, distribute tasks among team members, and set time frames for each stage;

— situation analysis and forecasting — analysis of the current situation, study of possible
threats and risks is an important part of the structure of project and analytical activities; officers
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should learn to collect, analyze and interpret the information to forecast the possible scenarios
and to develop the appropriate response strategies;

— decision making — includes the selection of optimal solutions basing on the conducted
analysis; future officers should develop critical thinking skills and the ability to evaluate
different options for actions, taking into account the possible consequences.

— implementation and control — project implementation in accordance with the developed
plan, with constant monitoring of its implementation; future officers must learn to control
processes, identify deviations from the plan in time and take corrective measures;

—resource management — involves the efficient use of human, material, and financial
resources; in this context, it is important that officers have the skills to optimize resources and
allocate them rationally according to the needs of the project;

— analysis of results and drawing the conclusions and perspectives — after the project is
completed, it is important to conduct a thorough analysis of the results achieved, to identify
successful strategies and mistakes, and draw conclusions to improve future activities.

This structure provides a systematic approach to future officers training, helping them to
develop the necessary skills and competencies for successful performing of professional tasks in
the field of military management and commandment.

The development of project and analytical competence of future officers in military higher
education institutions is based on a number of principles that provide a systematic approach to
the development of the necessary knowledge, skills and abilities. These principles are the basis
for the effective training of officers who are able to make reasonable decisions, to manage
resources, and to perform tasks in difficult conditions successfully. The basic principles of
project and analytical competence formation are as following:

The principle of systemacy — the formation of project and analytical competence should be
a systematic and consistent process that includes the integration of various aspects of
professional training.

The principle of comprehensiveness — this principle implies comprehensive coverage of all
components of competence, such as knowledge, skills, abilities, values, and personal qualities.

The principle of practical orientation — the process of project and analytical competence
formation should be as close as possible to the real conditions of military service; this includes
the use of practical tasks, simulations, training games and internships that allow future officers to
apply the acquired knowledge and skills in conditions close to real life.

The principle of integration of theory and practice — it is important that the training
process combines theoretical knowledge with practical experience, which allows officers to
understand better how to apply theoretical concepts into real-life situations and promotes the
development of analytical skills and critical thinking.

The principle of continuity — the formation of project and analytical competence should be
a continuous process that lasts throughout the officer’s training and professional career; this
involves constant updating of knowledge, development of new skills and abilities, as well as
learning from one’s own experience and mistakes.

The principle of result orientation — professional training should be focused on achieving
specific results that reflect the formed level of project and analytical competence; this involves
defining clear goals and objectives of the process, as well as systematic monitoring and
evaluation of the applicants’achievements.

The principle of personal orientation — involves taking into account the individual
characteristics of each cadet, their level of training, motivation and professional interests; it is
important to create conditions under which each student can maximize one’s potential in the
context of project and analytical activities.

The principle of integration with other competencies — project and analytical competence
should be formed in connection with other professional competencies, which ensures the
comprehensive development of the officer’s personality and the ability to perform their
professional duties effectively.
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The principle of adaptability — the process of competence development should be flexible
and adaptive to changes in the military field, new challenges and conditions; that is why we
believe that the programs of academic disciplines, practices, military internships should be
constantly updated to reflect current trends and needs.

The principle of cooperation and teamwork — the formation of project and analytical
competence should include the development of teamwork skills, coordination with other team
members, and effective communication.

These principles provide a systematic approach to the development of project and
analytical competence, which allows future officers to perform their professional tasks
successfully in terms of modern challenges and changes.

The development of project and analytical competence is critical for future officers, as it
allows them to perform project management tasks effectively in a complex and dynamic military
service environment. This competence ensures that officers are ready to make responsible
decisions, manage resources and people, and achieve their goals in the most difficult situations.

The formation of the project and analytical competence of future officers in military higher
education institutions (HEIs) is assessed with certain criteria and indicators that reflect the level
of knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for the effective implementation of project and
analytical tasks. Below are the main criteria and corresponding indicators:

The cognitive criterion of the formation of project and analytical competence is assessed
with the following indicators: formation of knowledge of the basics of project management,
including project management methodologies and tools; understanding of the project life cycle
and the main stages of its implementation; knowledge of basic methods of data analysis and risk
forecasting; understanding of the principles of strategic planning and management under
uncertainty. The operational criterion is assessed with the following indicators: ability to
projects effective planning and managing, including the preparation of detailed actions plans,
resource allocation, and task execution control; ability to analyze information, identify problems,
and make reasonable decisions; skills of work with modern project management software; ability
to manage risks and develop strategies to minimize them. Critical thinking and analytical skills
criterion was studied with the following indicators: ability to analyze situations and information
critically, including the evaluation of alternative solutions and forecasting their consequences;
ability to adapt to changes quickly and to adjust plans in terms of uncertainty; ability to assess
the current situation objectively and to predict the possible scenarios. Leadership and
communication skills criterion was assessed with the following indicators: the ability to manage
a team effectively, to motivate subordinates and to organize joint work on a project; the ability to
maintain effective communication at all stages of project implementation; development of
leadership skills, including the ability to make responsible decisions and manage in difficult
situations. The strategic thinking criterion was studied with the following indicators: ability to
see the project in a broader strategic context, understanding its impact on the overall mission of
the military unit; ability to develop the long-term strategies and to combine them with tactical
tasks; ability to predict the long-term consequences and to integrate strategic goals into daily
activities. The practical implementation criterion involves the study of the following indicators:
the level of success of project implementation, achievement of goals; efficiency of resource use
and team management; quality of analysis of completed projects, ability to evaluate and adjust
their own actions basing on experience.

Reasoned criteria and indicators help to assess the formation of project and analytical
competence of future officers, providing a comprehensive approach to their training in military
higher education institutions. They also serve as a basis for creation of curricula aimed at
developing the necessary knowledge and skills of future military professionals.

The formation of indicators and criteria of future officers’ project and analytical
competence can be assessed at three levels: low, medium, and high; each level reflects the degree
of mastery of knowledge, skills, and abilities within the framework of project and analytical
activities. The defined levels help to assess the degree of mastery of project and analytical
competence by future officers and to identify directions for further development and
improvement.
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Conclusions. The professional training of future officers in Ukrainian higher education
institutions in the context of military operations has its own peculiarities, including the need to
adapt the educational process to modern challenges. Training programs are adjusted to reflect the
experience of combat operations and modern threats, including new disciplines, such as
«Asymmetric warfare» and «Cybersecurity». The use of real-life cases from combat operations
and the experience of officers contributes to a better understanding of the specifics of modern
conflicts. Project and analytical training is an important component of officer training, allowing
them to plan and implement military and organizational projects effectively, to make optimal use
of resources, to coordinate the actions of units, and to achieve strategic goals. Project and
analytical competence includes knowledge of project management, analytical and critical skills,
risk management, strategic thinking, adaptability, adherence to ethical standards, and readiness
for self-improvement.

The formation of project and analytical competence is assessed with criteria (cognitive,
operational, critical thinking and analytical skills, leadership and communication skills, strategic
thinking, and practical implementation) and at three levels: low, medium, and high. Assessment
of the formation helps to determine the degree of mastery of knowledge and skills in project and
analytical activities, as well as to identify fields for further development and improvement.

We see prospects for further research as conducting a statement study based on the
developed criteria and indicators to identify the initial state of formation of the project and
analytical competence of future officers.
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DEVELOPMENT OF PROJECT AND ANALYTICAL ACTIVITIES OF FUTURE
OFFICERS IN THE PROCESS OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING IN THE MILITARY
HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE

The article proves that project and analytical training of future officers in higher
education institutions of Ukraine is a key element of their professional training. As a result of the
analysis of a set of literature sources, it was found that project and analytical training develops
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the management skills of future officers that are critical for effective units commanding, project
and analytical activities develop the leadership qualities such as initiative, responsibility,
communication skills, and the ability to work in teams, which is crucial for military service. The
structure of project and analytical activities of future officers is considered in the unity of the
following elements: goal orientation, planning, situation analysis and forecasting, decision
making, implementation and control, resource management, analysis of results and drawing the
conclusions and perspectives.

The formation of project and analytical competence is based on such principles, as
systemacy, comprehensiveness, practical orientation, integration of theory and practice,
continuity, result orientation, personal orientation, integration with other competencies,
adaptability, cooperation and teamwork. These principles provide a systematic approach to
officer training that allows them to perform professional tasks effectively in terms of modern
challenges and changes.

The experimental assessment of the formation of project and analytical competence of
future officers is conducted according to certain criteria (cognitive, operational, critical thinking
and analytical skills criterion, leadership and communication skills criterion, strategic thinking
and practical implementation criteria) and relevant indicators that reflect the level of
knowledge, skills and abilities necessary for the effective implementation of project and
analytical tasks. The levels of formation (low, medium and high) of project and analytical
competence of future officers have been developed, which help to diagnose the degree of mastery
of the studied competence and to identify the directions for further development and
improvement.

FORMATION OF CRITICAL THINKING IN THE SYSTEM
OF COMPETENCE-BASED TRAINING OF SPECIALISTS

The article explores the philosophical and educational foundations of critical thinking
formation in the professional training of future specialists. Critical thinking has become an
important educational competence at the request of contemporary intellectual culture. The
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reasons for the importance of critical thinking in the knowledge society, as well as the
philosophical and pedagogical tools for its formation, are considered.

The achievements of researchers in various fields (philosophy, psychology, pedagogy)
concerning critical thinking in defining its essence and development opportunities are analyzed.
The article shows how the definition and interpretation of critical thinking have changed with
the shift of the educational paradigm and pedagogical (educational) model. The article also
highlights the mutual influence of the social environment and information technology that leads
to forming a «knowledge societyy. In a society where information and knowledge are becoming
the determining resources, the skill of critical perception of information, independent analysis,
and effective use of it are becoming more important. Therefore, mastering critical thinking is a
task for the upbringing of a contemporary specialist who can think and act outside the box and
effectively.

Critical thinking is viewed as an interdisciplinary concept since achieving this skill
requires using information from various fields of knowledge. At the same time, attention is
drawn to the philosophical foundations of the definition of critical thinking: reflective,
meaningful, and justified. The role of philosophical disciplines in studying and teaching of
critical thinking is indicated. The theoretical basis for the definition of critical thinking is the
distinction between two ways of perceiving the world: subjective (non-reflective, unconscious,
inattentive) and critical, i.e. reflective thinking, characterized by awareness of what is
happening, attentiveness, ability to question, ability to distinguish between stereotypes,
recognize manipulation, etc.

The analysis made it possible to identify the essential features of this concept, as well as to
define critical thinking as conscious, independent, reflective, purposeful, well-founded, and self-
organized. Among the tools for developing critical thinking, it is important to involve students in
solving problems and dialogue, using interactive forms of learning and reflection on cognitive
activity.

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MAIN DIRECTIONS FOR FORMING A SAFETY BEHAVIOR CULTURE AMONG
PARTICIPANTS OF THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS IN GENERAL SECONDARY
EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS
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The article is dedicated to exploring the importance and key aspects of safety culture in the
school educational environment, analyzing the concept of safety behavior and its role in shaping
a safe and conducive learning environment. Special attention is paid to the mechanisms for
developing this culture among students, teachers, and administration. Key approaches to
integrating safety issues are discussed, involving the participation of teachers from various
subjects, educational institution administration, psychologists, parents, and students, as well as
the potential inclusion of external experts and specialists specializing in educational safety
issues.

The article outlines key approaches to forming a safety culture, including through
educational programs, training sessions, engaging the community, and implementing innovative
risk management approaches. It argues that the foundation for developing a safety culture in the
educational environment lies in a comprehensive approach, encompassing the development and
implementation of holistic educational policies and programs, integration of safety issues into
the educational process, creation of an organizational culture that supports safety as a
fundamental value, and active involvement of the entire educational community. This involves
concerted efforts of all educational process participants and institutional support.

It is argued that creating a safe environment in educational institutions is fundamental to
shaping a safety culture. This process includes not only physical measures such as equipping
educational premises with modern security equipment, improving infrastructure, ensuring clear
evacuation routes, and emergency plans but also creating an atmosphere of psychological safety
and trust. Significant importance is given to regular assessment and monitoring, which play a
critical role in supporting and developing a safety culture in educational institutions, providing
conditions for continuous evaluation of the effectiveness of implemented safety measures and
identifying potential risks or shortcomings.

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The article provides a critical analysis of the principle of «universal concretenessy in
Voltaire’s philosophy of deism. The article reveals the content of the ontological and
epistemological foundations of the thinker’s worldview in his historical and philosophical
explorations. The abstract nature of the principles of deism and «universal unityy in the
philosophy of the French Enlightenment is the result of the influence of the one-sidedness of
empiricism and rationalism.

Voltaire and his associates, according to Hegel, proceeded in their philosophical
constructions from the principle of universality and the embodiment of the concept of «wity,
while the Germans relied on the possibilities of criticizing pure reason. The philosophy of the
French Enlightenment is characterized by mobility, constitutes an «absolute concepty aims to
criticize existing traditional ideas, destroys everything immovable, and embodies the
«consciousness of pure freedom». The potentialities of the concept of «universal concreteness»
in Voltaire’s worldview form the basis of his theoretical and practical philosophy, in particular,
of human existence, morality, and free will. Using the weapon of human reason and wit, Voltaire
directed his intellectual efforts against the «world ordery in the field of law and order, state
structure, judicial procedure, as well as the mode of government and political authority.

In the philosophy of the French Enlightenment, we have enough ideas of concrete unity,
which is the opposite of abstract metaphysical definitions. The result of the French
Enlightenment is a persistent desire to achieve a «general unityy in the course of philosophical
research, not abstract, but filled with concrete content. The critical analysis of the principle of
concrete integrity reveals its constructive content and limitations in the context of social
practice, science, and religion in eighteenth-century France.

The content of the
category «readiness of a future specialist for innovative educational activitiesy is clarified. The
components of readiness for innovation, which combine knowledge of modern technologies and
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teaching methods, the ability to adapt to changes in the educational environment and
approaches that contribute to the creation of conditions for the effective formation of such
readiness in the course « Theory and Methods of Teaching in Higher Education Institutions» are
considered. They are the following: familiarization with innovative approaches, ethical aspects
of innovation, formation of motives and practical skills for implementing innovations,
interdisciplinary approach, collaborative learning, an assessment system that encourages
students to think and act innovatively, reflect and self-evaluate, motivate professional
development, adapt to change, stimulate initiative, engage in an innovative community, and
support mentoring and counseling. The paper identifies strategies for building readiness that
ensure the development of creative thinking, collaboration, and leadership skills of future
professionals. Practical exercises, the development of interactive learning materials, pilot
projects for the introduction of new methods, the creation of curricula using modern
technologies and information and analytical reports, participation in professional networks and
conferences aimed at an in-depth understanding of the processes and factors that influence the
preparation of future professionals for efficient innovation in education are considered.

It is concluded that the formation of readiness for innovative educational activities in
future specialists at higher educational institutions allows students to acquire practical skills in
the implementation of educational innovations and prepare for active participation in the
modernization of the educational process, which is an important aspect of the modern
educational paradigm of professional training.

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MANAGEMENT OF PEDAGOGICAL COMMUNICATION: THEORETICAL AND
APPLIED ASPECTS

The article examines pedagogical communication as a complex and multifaceted process
that includes interaction between the teacher and students, as well as other participants in the
educational process. An attempt was made to analyze two approaches to the definition of
pedagogical communication: broad — as a general social process of transferring knowledge and
cultural norms, and narrow — as interaction between a teacher and a student. The article also
offers the author’s definition of the category «pedagogical communicationy, outlines the features
of this phenomenon, in particular: clear definition of goals, asymmetry of the roles of
communicators, an educational component and the need for constant feedback.

The author emphasizes that an important element of the effective work of a teacher is the
management of pedagogical communication, in particular the identification and analysis of
obstacles and barriers in communication, overcoming them and ensuring effective interaction.
The article considers a number of obstacles in pedagogical communication, such as information
filtering, selective perception, poor feedback, cultural differences and information overload,
communication barriers that take place in the interaction of the teacher with students and other
participants of the educational process are analyzed. Various tools are identified to overcome
these problems, including constant feedback, differentiation of teaching methods, diversification
of forms of communication, development of intercultural competence and structuring of
educational information. The article emphasizes the importance of effective communication for
achieving success in the educational process and personality development of students. Teachers
need to take into account the individual needs of students, provide feedback and minimize
information overload to avoid misunderstandings. Effective management of pedagogical
communication involves establishing interaction between all participants in the educational
process, overcoming communication barriers, and adapting information to the individual needs
of students.

Formulation of the problem. One of the main tasks facing the system of vocational teacher
education is to ensure that students acquire professional knowledge and skills that will ensure not
only quality but also safe learning. The latter is especially important in light of the growing number
of injuries among pupils (Baliuk, 2010).

However, it should be borne in mind that life safety skills are simultaneously general
educational skills that relate to all subjects studied. It is known that they are formed extremely
slowly, in many cases not even reaching the level required by pupils’ learning activities. Therefore,
higher education institutions need a purposeful, methodologically sound system for their formation
and improvement (Dolia, 2012).

As a result of our research, it has been found that special professional and pedagogical training
for students of the Faculty of Technology and Design in life safety should include:
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—knowledge of school programs in labor training and technology, drawing, organizational
forms of education, and material support of academic subjects from the point of view of pupils’
safety;

—ability to ensure the safe organization and implementation of educational work in school
workshops, interschool training, and production facilities, to draw up the necessary regulatory
documentation for conducting classes;

— knowledge of the psychological and physiological foundations of the formation of safe skills,
teaching methods, and the ability to use this knowledge in the practical work of the teacher;

— ability to safely conduct socially useful and productive work of students, extracurricular and
extracurricular activities;

— ability to study and use the relevant experience of other subject teachers in their work;

— information on ensuring personal safety while studying at the university.

The specific training of the future teacher of labor training and technology includes:

—a brief description of the hazards that occur during training and in the long term;

— ability to analyze hazards and assess possible risks;

— knowledge of methods, principles, and means of ensuring safety;

— ability to prevent negative consequences of hazards and provide first aid to victims;

— mastery of safety issues for technological processes and labor skills in accordance with the
curriculum (Steshenko, 2004).

The specific training of the future teacher of vocational education and technology includes

—a brief description of the hazards that occur during training and in the long term;

— ability to analyze hazards and assess possible risks;

— knowledge of methods, principles, and means of ensuring safety;

— ability to prevent negative consequences of hazards and provide first aid to victims;

—mastery of safety issues for technological processes and labor skills in accordance with the
curriculum.

The content of the course «Safety Studies» at the Pedagogical University contains developed
curricula and syllabi that solve three blocks of interrelated tasks: identifying possible hazards;
studying preventive measures to protect against them; and teaching methods of dealing with real
dangerous and harmful factors (Tytarenko, 2017).

These tasks form a single cognitive and methodological scheme for all categories of pupils.
They are continuous in time (within a school, higher education institution, postgraduate institute,
etc.) to teach safe living and working conditions (Zdoroviazberihaiuchi tekhnolohii u ...). Depending
on the purpose, age, and educational level of pupils, each of the three blocks is filled with specific
content and implemented with the help of adequate methodological and scientific means.

The subject of study at a pedagogical university should be the activity of a pupil, a young
person in all its manifestations and forms, such as work, creativity, sports, life, recreation, games, etc.
The object is to ensure security (Antonova, 2016). To this end, we have developed activities to teach
pupils the fundamentals of life safety. The following main tasks are envisaged in this regard:

—reduce injuries by studying, analyzing, and eliminating the causes of injuries;

— creating conditions that prevent the negative impact of certain factors on the child’s body,
and on this basis, reducing the incidence of diseases among students;

— mastering the techniques of safe activities in education, leisure, and everyday life.

In the version of the continuous multi-level system of teaching pupils the fundamentals of life
safety developed by us, we can distinguish three interrelated stages covering the period from
preschool to graduation from secondary school:

1. The initial stage includes the period of a child’s stay in kindergarten and studying in primary
school. The necessary knowledge and skills are formed through inclusion in-game and educational
situations that contribute to the development of correct decisions in everyday life, in the playground,
in the playroom, in the pool, in the forest, on the street, etc. Targeted classes are conducted by the
preschool teacher / primary school teacher approximately several times a year in accordance with the
change of season.

2. The main (basic) stage covers the period of study in grades 5-9 and is implemented during
class hours once during the school month according to the relevant program, which takes into
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account the specifics of changes in the life of pupils of a certain age and is carried out through
targeted training in the basics of life safety within the subject «Labor Training», which must be
supplemented with certain new information.

3. The special stage corresponds to the training of pupils in grades 10-11 and involves the
further development of life safety skills, taking into account the specifics of the chosen profession or
area of labor training in an interschool training and production facility, school, or at work.

When teaching life safety at school and home, children and adolescents must learn to
overcome dangerous situations that may arise in life and ensure the prevention of accidents, i.e., it is
one of the methods of preventing childhood injuries.

A questionnaire survey of teachers has been conducted to determine the place, content, forms,
and methods of teaching the basics of life safety in the education system (Deminska, 2011). Its
results have shown that 49,3% of the respondents believe that the purpose of teaching safety is to
reduce injuries (industrial, school, road, and domestic); 37,7% see it as preserving the lives and
health of children; 13% are aware that pupils should be provided with a minimum of knowledge,
skills, and abilities in safety studies.

We propose to differentiate the content of life safety education depending on the age and
gender of pupils. Analyzing the answers, systematizing and summarizing them, we have come to the
following conclusion: educators identify a set of issues that should be part of the training:

—safety in the classroom (especially in Labor Training, Physical Education, Physics,
Chemistry, Computer Science and ICT);

— the safety of pupils during extracurricular activities (work in the agricultural sector, hiking in
the native land, excursions, technical clubs, after-school programs, etc;)

—ensuring children’s safety in everyday life (knowledge of traffic rules, fire safety basics,
safety when handling household electrical appliances, gas stoves, and water heating units, knowledge
of medicinal herbs, poisonous and dangerous substances, plants and animals, rules of behavior near
water bodies);

— instilling skills in handling primary fire extinguishing equipment;

— methods of providing first aid to victims in various life situations (electric shock, heat stroke,
burns, fainting, frostbite, wounds, fractures).

The summarization and analysis of the propositions confirmed our hypothesis about the
necessity of introducing the fundamentals of safe behavior into the school practice of teaching pupils
and forming of necessary skills and competencies (Volynskyi, 2011).

Different opinions have been also expressed regarding the need to identify specific individuals
for the practical implementation of life safety education. 53% of respondents believe it is possible to
involve classroom teachers in this work after appropriate training, and 47% (mostly subject teachers)
believe that it is necessary to train specialists with appropriate additional special training for schools.
In our opinion, one of the types of such specialists is a teacher of labor training and technology
(Kobernyk, 2016).

To conduct experimental and practical work on solving the tasks set, the Department of
Production and Information Technologies and Life Safety of Poltava V.G. Korolenko National
Pedagogical University developed and implemented a sub-flow of future labor training teachers in
the field of safety studies, as well as all students of the university’s faculties. The content, scope of
training, and its sequence were determined; a curriculum and textbook, laboratory, and practical
work were developed; the material and technical base were created, and the teaching and learning
materials, information, and training programs for computers, business, and organizational games
were prepared.

Lecturers of the Department of Production and Information Technologies and Life Safety at
the Pedagogical University created a life safety classroom. Its main areas of work are as follows:

—ensuring the implementation of the «Safety Studies» curriculum for students, performing
laboratory and practical work;

— organizational and methodological support for conducting briefings and exercises on life
safety;

— promotion of healthy and safe working conditions and methods of performing various types
of work provided for in the curricula of pedagogical universities;
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— providing methodological assistance to students during their internships;

— concentration of training and visual aids, reference, technical and methodological literature
necessary for mastering knowledge on occupational safety;

—organizing thematic scientific and educational conferences, seminars, and exhibitions,
informing about new achievements in the field of improving working conditions and safety;

— summarizing, analyzing, and disseminating best practices in the prevention of injuries and
micro-traumas in the educational process;

— providing organizational and methodological assistance to schools, interschool training and
production facilities, and other educational institutions in setting up occupational safety rooms and
corners;

— assisting the university management in organizing activities aimed at ensuring safe learning
conditions for students, and coordinating appropriate organizational and methodological assistance to
teachers.

Conclusion. Thus, the study and use of life safety skills necessarily involve practical
application, in the process of which they are mastered, consolidated, and enriched by experience.
These skills should reflect not only scientific achievements and practical experience but also injury
statistics. Mastering them is possible when students develop such techniques as observing the state of
their workplace and tools, correctly planning the sequence of practical actions, and constantly
monitoring their activities in terms of safety. At the same time, the highest level of life safety skills of
future teachers of various specialties, especially labor education teachers, can be considered the
manifestation of a creative approach to their work based on the correct organization of their work and
workplace, rationalization of working methods from the standpoint of improving their safety and
designing devices that improve work safety.

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TRAINING OF TEACHERS OF LIFE SAFETY TECHNOLOGIES FOR STUDENTS

of injuries among students, so a higher education institution needs a targeted, methodologically
sound system for the formation and improvement of life safety competence, which includes:
knowledge of school curricula for labor training and technology, drawing, organizational forms of
education and material support of academic subjects from the point of view of student safety; ability
to ensure the safe organization and implementation of educational work in school workshops,
interschool training and production facilities, to draw up the necessary regulatory documentation for
conducting classes, knowledge of the psychological and physiological foundations of the formation
of safe skills, teaching methods and the ability to use this knowledge in the teacher’s practical work;
ability to safely conduct socially useful and productive work of students, extracurricular and
extracurricular activities; ability to study and use in their work the relevant experience of other
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subject teachers; information on ensuring their own safety in the process of studying at the
university.

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The article provides a theoretical analysis of the main objective and subjective factors
influencing the quality and effectiveness of the initial sports selection process in the current
conditions of sports development, which will enable the implementation of new approaches to
organizing and conducting the recruitment of children to engage in various sports activities.

It is determined that sports selection is an important stage in the formation of future
champions, and the correct identification of young talents determines not only their athletic
development but also their potential achievements on the international stage. The selection
process is influenced by a range of factors that interact in a complex manner, creating specific
conditions for the successful development of young sportsman.

1t is established that one of the key factors is motivation towards the chosen kind of sport,
which significantly influences a child’s desire to engage in sports over a long period and achieve
high sports results. Motivated sportsmen show a willingness to make the most of their
opportunities for sports development during the training process, overcome challenges more
effectively, and are more driven toward self-improvement, which ultimately contributes to their
success in the sports arena.

The factor influencing the sports selection process — the health status of the child — has
been analyzed, as it directly determines the young sportsman ability to endure physical exertion
and participate in training and competitions. Children with strong health have a greater chance
of realizing their sport potential, as they can train systematically without the risk of injuries and
illnesses. Proper attention to the child’s physical condition enables the effective selection of
sportsman with the best prospects for development.

The important role of the professional competence of the coaching and teaching staff in the
sports selection of young athletes is emphasized, and it is found that highly qualified coaches are
capable not only of accurately assessing a child’s potential but also of adapting the training
process to their individual needs and abilities, promoting optimal and well-rounded
development. Experienced coaches also play a key role in motivating athletes, fostering
discipline, and shaping a strong sports culture.

Factor of the war in Ukraine is highlighted, which significantly impacts the process of
sports selection. It is noted that military actions lead to the destruction of sports infrastructure,
limit access to training facilities, reduce financial support for sports, and create serious
psychological barriers for children and coaches. However, in some cases, patriotic sentiments
can strengthen athletes’ motivation to reach new heights while representing their country on the
international stage.

1t is significance of each identified factor influencing sports selection has been recognized,
and their comprehensive impact on the selection of young athletes has been established.

Formulation of the problem. The modern system of professional education is aimed at
training a competitive specialist who has a high professional culture and competence, is able to
adapt to changes in the labour market quickly and to ensure the high productivity in one’s
professional activities. An important task is to develop the professional mobility of future
coaches, which allows them to apply their knowledge and skills into various professional
situations effectively, meeting the modern requirements and challenges of the field of physical
training and sports.

The dynamic transformations of the modern labour market indicate the need to increase the
requirements for future coaches who must be capable for continuous development and self-
improvement. This raises the issue of finding the effective methods of developing the
professionally relevant qualities that correspond to the active professional position of future
coaches. In this regard, there is a need to design such pedagogical conditions that will contribute
to the formation of future coaches’ readiness to apply the sports selection technologies into their
professional activities. The task of this stage of the study is to analyse and summarise the
scientific approaches to the disclosure of the essence of the concepts of «pedagogical
conditionsy», «pedagogical conditions of the formation of the future coach’s readiness to apply
the sports selection technologies» and to substantiate the reasonability and directions of their
application. The scientific search is aimed at identifying the optimal strategies and technologies
that will contribute to the effective development of future coaches’ professional motivation,
ensuring their readiness for the challenges of the modern field of physical training and sports.

Analysis of the latest research. In the scientific developments of N. Tverezovska and
L. Filipova the essence and content of the concept of «pedagogical conditions» are substantiated.
In the scientific researches of R. Akhmetov the peculiarities of predicting the performance of
sportsmen as a factor of improving the efficiency of the educational and training process are
studied (Akhmetov, 2007); O. Krechetova studied a set of indicators, which are prior from the
point of view of prognostication for sports selection (Krechetova, 2007); in the study of
O. Shynkaruk the experience of the selection organization in Olympic sport is summarised
(Shynkaruk, 2001); the prospects of introducing the supervision into the practical training of
future coaches were the subject of O. Khyzhniak’s study (Khyzhniak, 2021). At the same time,
we have to state the lack of systematic research on the study of pedagogical conditions of future
coaches training to apply the sports selection technologies into professional activities.

Presenting main material. In the context of psychological interpretations, the term
«condition» is interpreted as a set of internal and external factors that determine, accelerate or
slow down the mental development of a person and affect the process, dynamics and final results
of human development, directing their psychological and emotional state. The study of
pedagogical conditions is important for understanding how various factors interact and influence
the personal development, education and professional training of a future coach. This allows to
create the optimal conditions for the development of a specialist, which is a key task of
professional education.

Pedagogical conditions are defined as «interdependent and interrelated factors that together
create an environment for the organization of the educational process, affecting its quality and
effectiveness» (Prokhorov, 2010). N. Tverezovska and L. Filipova make a conventional division
of pedagogical conditions into several levels: the first level includes personal characteristics of
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students that determine the success of the educational process; the second level consists of the
immediate circumstances of the implementation of the process of education and upbringing,
which are the classical pedagogical conditions (Tverezovska, Filipova, 2009). O. Brazhnyk’s
research indicates that pedagogical conditions are a set of objective possibilities of content,
methods, organizational forms and material resources for the implementation of the pedagogical
process, which ensures the successful achievement of the set goals (Brazhnyk, 2001).

In our study, the concept of «pedagogical conditions of the formation of future coaches’
readiness to apply the sports selection technologies» is considered as a complex combination of
methods, techniques and forms of pedagogical influence that contribute to the effective
formation of the professional position of future specialists, including the creation of an optimal
educational environment, the development of innovative technologies and methodics of sports
selection, as well as the integration of theoretical and practical aspects of professional training
that ensure a high level of professional competence of the specialist in the field of physical
training and sports.

Basing on the theoretical and methodological data obtained in the course of the study,
analysis of literature sources and expert opinions, we came to the conclusion that the formation
of future coaches’ readiness to apply the sports selection technologies into professional activities
should be conducted on the basis of compliance with the following pedagogical requirements:
formation of positive professional motivation and a system of key values of the future coach with
the help of anthropic technologies; development of technological thinking of the future coach in
the field of sports selection and orientation; integration of theoretical, scientific and research, and
practical training to develop the professional readiness of future coach; formation of a
competitive and developmental educational space for the professional training of future coaches;
implementation of facilitative support and mentoring technologies in the adaptation of future
coaches to professional activities.

The first pedagogical condition is aimed at developing the valuable and motivational
component of the future coach’s readiness to apply the sports selection technologies. The
implementation of this condition involves acquainting the future specialists with the basic
professional and pedagogical values of the coaching profession, where the highest value is a
person, namely, a student as a subject of development; assisting the future coaches in choosing a
personally significant system of values and meanings and formation of an adequate professional
motivation on this basis, which will result in an active professional position, a valuable attitude
towards young sportsmen as subjects of physical culture and sports activities and sports
selection, in particular.

In the context of solving the problem of formation of the future coaches’ readiness,
moderation is a specific technique of the interactive communication organization that allows to
structure the group work qualitatively and make it more focused, to organise it on the basis of
cooperation with respect for the equality of all participants. The purpose of moderation is to
achieve an effective level of communication by planning and stimulating the activity of
participants of the process of cooperation on a democratic basis, as well as formation of their
certain position towards the stated problem.

It is advisable to organise the work on forming the readiness of future coaches for sports
selection through moderation in the form of seminars, creative workshops, discussions,
conferences, debates, etc. At the same time, it is necessary to adhere to such principles of
moderation as constant addressing directly to the personality, activation of the audience, use of
specific rather than abstract designations, accuracy and brevity of formulations, questions
openness. Under such conditions, the joint activity of the lecturer (moderator) and students meets
the principles of pedagogical communication on a subject-subject basis and contributes to the
development of students’ self-management skills.

The development of a future coach’s motivation in the system of their preparing for the
implementation of sports selection technologies is a crucial aspect of their success and
effectiveness while working with sportsmen, as motivation affects the ability to learn, improve
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and inspire their wards. It is important for future coaches to be able to set specific, achievable
and measurable goals for themselves and their sportsmen, and to monitor them constantly at
different stages of sports selection, which helps to understand clearly the promising vectors of
activity and to track the progress of their students. It is important to maintain a balance between
short-term goals (e.g., improving a certain technique) and long-term goals (e.g., winning a
competition), which helps to maintain the motivation at different stages of the training process.
The development of the motivational and goal component determines the continuous training
and professional development through courses, seminars, conferences, trainings, which allows
coaches to stay up to date with the latest methods and technologies of sports selection. An
important factor in the development of motivation is the use of coaches and sports psychologists
to develop the self-regulation skills, stress resistance and self-confidence. The use of
motivational techniques, such as success visualisation, positive affirmations, meditation and
relaxation, helps to maintain a high level of motivation.

We considered the second pedagogical condition «Development of technological thinking
of a future coach in the field of sports selection and orientation» from the point of view of
technological and functional, and reflective approaches. Today, in the transformational activity
of a person, a special attention is paid to technological thinking, which is defined in the literature
as a type of mental activity aimed at analysing the possibilities of using and imaginary creating
of new technologies to solve the practical problems. The effective development of technological
thinking involves several key stages:

— Identification and analysis of the problem situation, which is a thorough study of the
existing problem, identification of its main aspects and potential impact;

— Specification of contradictions and problems, which is a clear definition of contradictions
and problems that limit the goals achievement;

— Generation of various options for the problem situation solving, which is a creation of a
wide range of possible solutions that may include different approaches and technologies;

— Consideration of factors influencing the system, which is the analysis of the nature and
dynamics of changes in the environment that may affect the solution of the problem, including
social, economic and environmental aspects;

— Forecasting and assessing of the possible consequences of activities, namely, predicting
the potential outcomes of proposed solutions, as well as their long-term consequences to avoid
negative effects and to maximise the positive results.

In addition to these stages, it is also important to have critical thinking ability, an
innovative approach and adaptability to rapid changes in the technological environment. The
development of these skills ensures the ability of the future coach to respond to the challenges of
the modern world effectively and contributes to the creation of innovative solutions to complex
practical problems in the field of sports selection.

The technological thinking of the future coach is manifested in the following mental skills:
construction of cause-and-effect relationships; searching for common ground for the integration
of different subject areas; determining the readiness of the object for transformation; making
technologically correct decisions; conscious choice of ways of rational transformation from
several options; management of transformation processes; conscious and critical evaluation,
analysis of activities, its results, i.e. the reflection; creation of information models of
technological phenomena and processes, justification of several options of them with the
criterion of rationality and optimality.

In order to develop the technological thinking of future coaches in the process of their
professional training in higher education institutions, four levels of its development can be
distinguished. At the first level, thinking is manifested in the use of ready-made technologies and
standard methods of sportsmen selection. The second level is characterised with the use of
creative approaches and modification of existing selection methods. At the third level, future
coaches acquire new knowledge and enrich their experience in the field of sports selection,
which involves an active reflection. At a high level, coaches are creative and apply non-standard
methods of sportsmen selection, which can lead to innovative solutions.
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The introduction of the third pedagogical condition «/Integration of theoretical, scientific
and research, and practical training in order to develop the professional readiness of the future
coachy allowed to model a common educational space of learning, and scientific and practical
activities of future coaches in higher education institutions aimed at maximal approximation of
theoretical learning to the practice of work in the field of sports selection and orientation and
contributed to the formation of the students’ active position in the process of their professional
development. The development and implementation of this pedagogical condition was conducted
taking into account the systemic and integrative, and praxeological approaches.

The selected pedagogical condition involves the use of active and interactive teaching
methods in the process of theoretical training of future coaches, which allowed to form a holistic
content of their professional training for the use of sports selection technologies by gradually
shifting the centre of significance from the processes of transfer, processing and assimilation of
information during the first years of the first (bachelor’s) level of higher education to
independent search and modelling of ways to apply this information into future professional
activities on the second (master’s) level. It is also important to note that the use of the acquired
knowledge and classroom practical experience during the internship in conditions that are as
close as possible to the conditions of the future professional activity of the coach, allowed
students to improve their practical skills in the process of professional situations solving aimed at
studying sports selection technologies, to develop creative thinking on this basis and to form a
creative approach to problem situations solving in this area. The parallel implementation of
cross-cutting scientific and research work by higher education students contributed to their active
involvement into professional activities, the formation of an active life position, the development
of personal professional qualities and the correction of life values and motives of physical
education and sports activities.

For the successful implementation of this pedagogical condition, the following basic
principles are outlined:

— application of an integrated approach to the designing of creative products in the project
and research activities of the future coach, which involves the development of their own projects
using innovative educational technologies;

— involving each student into the active educational and cognitive process, stimulating the
creative expression of potential in the field of sports selection;

— intensification and increasing of the significance of the acquired knowledge towards the
structure, methods of use and peculiarities of development of the projects of innovative
educational technologies, as well as systematization of this knowledge with the use of
methodical materials that reveal the content of sports selection technologies;

— development of the skills of critical thinking, analysis, comparison and collation of facts
in the psychological and pedagogical context of sports selection issues.

Let us consider in more detail the fourth of the identified organisational and pedagogical
conditions, which is «the formation of a competitive and developmental integrative educational
environment of the professional training of future coaches». In the author’s interpretation, the
«educational environment» is defined as a set of material factors, interpersonal relations,
influences and other capabilities of a higher education institution and employers that determine
the formation of the competitiveness of a future coach in the integrative educational process. In
this case, the «educational environment» acquires an integrative feature («integrative educational
environment») due to the peculiarity of expanding its educational boundaries beyond the
traditional boundaries and purposefully organised interaction of subjects in the integrative
educational process within the framework of social partnership.

The structure of the educational environment includes three basic components: spatial and
subjective, which is the spatial and subjective conditions and opportunities for providing the
education, upbringing and socialization of the personality; social, which is the space of
conditions and opportunities created in interpersonal interaction between the subjects of the
educational process; psychodidactic, which is a set of educational technologies (content and
methods of education and upbringing) based on psychological and didactic foundations.
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The integrative educational process is associated with the formation of specific values and
qualities of the future coach’s personality, which ensure their competitiveness in future
professional activities. The «educational environment» acquires a competitive and
developmental feature («competitive and developmental educational environment») when it
becomes a source of personal development that contributes to the formation of its
competitiveness. This involves the organisation of the educational activity of the student, which
creates a special social situation of development that harmonizes the interaction of educational
subjects and components of this environment, as well as stimulates their activity and
purposefulness.

According to the scientific position of I. Karabaieva and L. Tereshchenko, a developmental
educational environment should have the following characteristic qualities: flexibility
(educational structures have the ability to rebuild quickly in accordance with changes in the
needs of the personality, society and the environment); continuity (elements of the educational
environment should interact and be consistent in their activities, ensuring the integrity of the
educational process); variability (the environment should change in accordance with the needs of
the population for educational services); integration (interaction of structures that are included
into the educational environment, should contribute to the effective solution of pedagogical
tasks); openness (participation of all educational subjects in management should be broad,
ensuring the democratization of forms of education, upbringing and interaction); attitude to joint
active communication (all subjects of the educational process should cooperate actively, and the
lecturer should support students by taking a hidden but supportive position) (Karabaieva,
Tereshchenko, 2020).

Let’s consider the following pedagogical condition, «the development of a system of
supervision and facilitative support in order to adapt the future coaches to professional
activities». We consider the system of supervision (mentoring) as a specialised institute for the
socialisation of a future coach, which provides support, transfer of knowledge, methods of
activity, social and professional experience and behavioral models adopted in a professional and
functional group, from experienced and successful professionals. This helps to increase their
competitiveness in the chosen professional field. Supervision is seen as a key element of entering
into the coaching profession, as a way of preparing a specialist for professional activity, which
allows to study the profession from the inside with the help of an experienced colleague.

In our study, supervision is considered as support and direction of the future coach’s
personality on the way of developing one’s own potential and skills, as well as choosing and
professional becoming in the field of sports selection. The mentor (supervisor) provides an
appropriate support, shares experience, knowledge and supports the mentee in such a way that it
is effective and efficient. Mentoring is an example of a collaborative pedagogy, the essence of
which is a democratic and humane attitude towards the mentee, ensuring his or her right for
choice, dignity and respect.

The use of supervision in the process of forming the readiness of future coaches to apply
the sports selection technologies is advisable during the implementation of scientific and
research activities of students, during the coaching practice, during the joint work of a creative
group of lecturers and students on a particular problem, during the experimental part of
qualification studies, etc. The main content of supervision is to assist future coaches in the study
of regulatory documents; study and implementation of advanced coaching experience into
practice; improvement of theoretical knowledge and practical skills, pedagogical skills;
acquaintance with new achievements of psychological and pedagogical sciences and methods of
physical education; study and analysis of curricula, textbooks, manuals, methodical
recommendations; overcoming difficulties in educational material mastering and organising their
own educational and training process; mastering the new forms and methods of assessing
students’ sports achievements; studying their individual and age-related peculiarities, etc.

The conditions that encourage the facilitation in the modern coach training include:
organization of the educational process as a meeting of the lecturer and students, which gives
experience in mastering the culture of interpersonal communication and mastering the ways of
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cognition; psychological and pedagogical comfort as a necessary basis for the emergence and
development of trusting relationships between the lecturer and the students; dialogue forms of
learning, namely, frontal, group and pair discussion of the studied material; psychological and
pedagogical support of each participant to achieve a situation of success, which is a subjectively
possible for it at that time; the control and evaluation function of learning as a diagnostic and
corrective one that helps to develop self-control, self-esteem, and a critical attitude to oneself and
the results of one’s own learning activities. Personal development, personal progress of each
participant of the educational process, the emergence of psychological personality traits,
including reflection, trust, goodwill, acceptance of other opinions, respect for everyone,
cognitive motivation, self-regulation, freedom of choice and tolerance, are the result of the
implementation of these conditions.

Conclusions. Thus, the pedagogical conditions of the formation of future coaches’
readiness to apply the sports selection technologies are the influence of a set of factors onto the
future specialist, which ensures positive changes in professional training and allows to increase
the level of their professional competence. The complex systematic implementation of the
identified pedagogical conditions, namely the formation of positive professional motivation and
a system of key values of the future coach with the help of anthropic technologies; development
of technological thinking of the future coach in the field of sports selection and orientation;
integration of theoretical, scientific and research, and practical training in order to develop the
professional readiness of the future coach; formation of a competitive and developmental
educational space for the professional training of future coaches; implementation of facilitation
support and mentoring technologies in the adaptation of future coaches to professional activities,
will contribute to the effective formation of the competitiveness of future coaches and their
successful professional activities. These conditions will help to ensure the qualitative
organisation of the educational process in higher education institutions and will contribute to the
formation of specialists’ readiness for professional activity.
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The article substantiates the pedagogical conditions of future coaches training for
applying the sports selection technologies into professional activity. It is proved that the
formation of future coaches’ readiness to apply sports selection technologies into professional
activity should be conducted on the basis of compliance with the following pedagogical
requirements. formation of positive professional motivation and a system of key values of the
future coach with the help of anthropic technologies; development of technological thinking of
future coach in the field of sports selection and orientation; integration of theoretical, scientific
and research, and practical training in order to develop the professional readiness of the future
coach; formation of a competitive and developmental educational space for the professional
training of future coaches; implementation of facilitation support and mentoring technologies in
the future coaches’ adaptation to professional activities.

It is established that the development of future coaches’ motivation is a complex process
that includes educational training, psychological support, reflection and active participation in
the professional environment. The development of technological thinking in the process of
formation of the future coaches’ readiness to apply the sports selection technologies allows to
create a positive emotional background for learning the educational material; to systematise the
practice-oriented knowledge and use it in a complex; to transform the theoretical knowledge into
the level of professional skills effectively; to instill the students with a certain type of
communication (subject-subjective) in the process of educational tasks solving, to improve the
level of professional training in general. The integration of theoretical, scientific and research,
and practical training of future coaches in higher education institutions involves a combination
of theoretical knowledge, research results and practical experience to form a comprehensive
training of specialists for the application of sports selection technologies into professional
activities. The implementation of this pedagogical condition will contribute to a deeper
understanding of the material, the development of critical thinking and effective solution of
practical problems in future professional activities. It is emphasized that during the facilitation
of learning, the lecturer has the opportunity to use not dogmatic methods and techniques, but
those that promote creative comprehension of the necessary information, the formation of the
ability to think, to look for new aspects of problems in the already known material.

Formulation of the problem. Contemporary pharmacy constitutes a medical-social
complex that deeply affects all aspects of human life and society. Being a complex socio-
economic system and a specific sector of the healthcare industry, it serves the most important
social function of preserving and improving the health of the population through the provision of
highly qualified pharmaceutical care (Mnyushko, 2009). Today, amidst the general
modernization of professional education sectors, it is crucial to reevaluate the conceptual
principles of ensuring effective training for future pharmacists, which primarily include
acquiring historical experience in building management structures and shaping professionals.

For the study of the development of professional training for pharmaceutical professionals,
a retrospective analysis of the scientific, practical, and production activities of the pharmacy
network is of significant interest, revealing closely interconnected patterns determined by the

socio-economic and state-political development of Ukraine. Works by scholars on the history of
pharmacy and the development of the pharmaceutical industry, as well as the history of
pharmaceutical education, allow for the identification of kernels of positive experience in various
types of pharmaceutical workers’ activities, which are undoubtedly valuable for modern
understanding and critical analysis and are advisable for use in improving the organization of the
educational process for professional training in the educational system of Ukraine. It is also
worthwhile for contemporary pharmaceutical professionals to be aware of and build upon the
best traditions of domestic pharmacy and their social orientation.

Analysis of the latest research. The issue of the history of professional training for
pharmaceutical professionals in Ukraine is relevant in our time because an objective analysis of
past pedagogical experience contributes to the further development of pharmaceutical science,
education, and practice. Certain aspects of our pharmacy history are still insufficiently studied,
particularly the history of professional training for pharmaceutical professionals in Ukraine from
the second half of the 19th century to the mid-20th century, which, from a historical and
pedagogical perspective, poses a multifaceted problem for investigation, especially when
approached from contemporary viewpoints.

Attention has been devoted to the historical aspects of pharmaceutical workforce training
in the research of I Hubs’kyi, B. Parnovskyi, O. Zalisko, A.Nemchenko, Z.Mnushko,
M. Ponomarenko, M. Slabyy, and many other scholars. For example, in the domestic
professional literature addressing the history of the chosen issue, a significant contribution is the
monograph by I. Hubs’kyi titled «Pharmacy in the USSR», which provides a deep analysis of the
certification of pharmacy workers and the granting of qualification categories from the
perspective of an organizer in this field (Hubs’kyi, 1958); the pharmaceutical profession as one
of the components of historical-civilizational epochs in the modern post-industrial context of
digital and internet technology development has been discussed by M. Syatynya in the
monograph «History of Pharmacy» (Syatynya, 2001). A significant aspect of these investigations
is that by illuminating the history of healing from ancient times to the present day, renowned
researchers pay attention to the development of knowledge aimed at the search for and
improvement of pharmacognosy, recommending consideration of the experience of eminent
organizers of pharmacy science and practice from previous generations. Another significant
normative aspect of the chosen issue is that certain historical acquisitions are reflected in modern
documents: the main requirements for students and pharmacy workers are outlined in the Code
of Conduct for Pharmacy Workers adopted at the first congress of the Pharmaceutical
Association of Ukraine (1998); the Code of Ethics for Pharmacy Workers (2007); the Ethical
Declaration of Behavior for professionals involved in the creation, production, circulation,
promotion, and advertising of medicinal products (2007); the Code of Promotional Ethics
(2007), and so on.

At the same time, we note that despite the significant number of works, there are
problematic issues that have not been addressed or resolved in a separate comprehensive study.
Therefore, in our scholarly investigation, we endeavor to reflect on the peculiarities of the
training and activities of pharmaceutical professionals and relevant structures in Ukraine during
the 20s-60s of the 20th century in a historical-pedagogical context.

The aim of the article is to study the peculiarities of the functioning and development of
the pharmaceutical sector in Ukraine depending on the socio-economic situation and the
evolution of pharmacy practice to utilize the positive experience of previous generations of
pharmaceutical professionals in the current stage of the country’s development, as well as to
clarify the circumstances surrounding the emergence of leading educational features of the
organizational and managerial culture of representatives of various professions in pharmacy.

Research methods. A historical-retrospective analysis of the prerequisites for training
specialists for the pharmaceutical sector in Ukraine in one of the main periods of its formation
highlights the patterns of development in the general context of professional medical education
and clarifies the circumstances of the leading features of organizational culture in pharmacy.
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Presenting main material. The description of the research data in this investigation
begins from 1919 when the entire pharmacy network in the country was nationalized; this year in
the field of pharmacy construction was characterized by extensive discussions on the
organization of medical services for the population. Representatives of the industry and the
public believed that medical assistance should be quick, accessible, and rational; it was decided
to consolidate pharmacies, remove questionable products from their sale, and organize as wide a
provision of the population with sanitary and hygiene items as possible. Methods of pharmacy
management, financing, and supply were also improved, and the organization of pharmacy
warehouses and laboratories was enhanced. Pharmaceutical departments of medical institutions,
with the assistance of the Councils of Workers’ Deputies and professional unions, took into
account the nationalized pharmacies and their economy and carried out corresponding work on
personnel deployment to the new authorities. In a short time, regulations and instructions were
developed regarding the dispensing of medicines, monitoring of pharmacy operations, and the
catalog of pharmaceutical products was reviewed and cleared of dubious preparations and
various patented products. Only proven, health-beneficial medicinal products were left in the list
of medicines allowed for dispensing from pharmacies.

The country’s transition to a different path of economic development led to the emergence
of new forms of medical services for the population and the determination of ways to develop
pharmacy affairs: in 1922, it was transferred to economic accounting; local pharmacy
administrations were created, which united all pharmacies, drugstores, and other pharmacy
institutions; pharmacies at outpatient clinics were liquidated; the main institution providing
medical services to the population became a state-owned pharmacy. Since medicines in
pharmacies were dispensed for a fee, only the insured part of the population received
medications free of charge through the healthcare authorities. During the NEP period, private
pharmacies were allowed to operate under the supervision and control of local healthcare
authorities. At the same time, the pharmaceutical industry began to recover. The State Medical
Supply Department was established under the People’s Commissariat of Health, later
reorganized into the Main Medical Supply Department, that is, into a single all-union body for
the production and trade of medicines.

To summarize the practical work on medical services for the population and determine the
ways to address future tasks, a large pharmaceutical conference was convened in 1926. It noted
the strengthening of the entire pharmaceutical sector, the expansion of the medical industry, and
the improvement of medical services for the population. The conference approved the
concentration of pharmacy affairs in the hands of the state and discussed important scientific and
practical issues related to pharmaceutical education, the "new Soviet pharmacy," and the
organization of quality control of pharmaceutical products, the expansion of the pharmaceutical
industry, and the centralization of supply to the pharmacy network (Chernykh & Podolska,
1999). The conference decided to improve the scientific, practical, and production activities of
the pharmacy network and demanded its re-equipment, considering the need to create proper
conditions for the manufacture of medicines and ensure the high quality of both the medicines
entering the pharmacy and those manufactured within it. These decisions formed the basis for the
further development of pharmacy affairs.

Up to this time, the domestic pharmaceutical industry had already mastered the production
of many medicines and medical products necessary to meet the needs of healthcare institutions
and the population. Local pharmacy administrations established laboratories where galenic
preparations and basic medicines were produced mainly from local raw materials. However, the
overall state of pharmacy affairs, the development of pharmacy as a science, and the level of
operation of pharmacy institutions lagged behind «the overall level of healthcare development in
the country». There was a shortage of highly qualified pharmaceutical personnel, especially
scientific ones. To address these issues, a pharmacy workers’ conference was convened again in
1932, with representatives from all republics participating. It raised important questions about
the accelerated development of pharmacy affairs and defined the tasks for further improvement
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of medical services for the population (Hubsky, 1958), as the pharmaceutical industry was
experiencing disruptions, there was a shortage of medicines, and their prices were high,
especially in the Soviet republics.

In 1936, the People’s Commissariat of Health of the USSR was established, which
included the pharmacy inspection. In the same year, the All-Union Medicinal Plant Trust was
organized to oversee the procurement of medicinal raw materials in the country. Along with the
government decree «On raising the salaries of medical workers and increasing allocations for
healthcarey, this created conditions for some improvement in the organization of healthcare and
the development of pharmacy. In September 1936, the Council of People’s Commissars of the
USSR adopted a resolution on the organization of training for pharmaceutical personnel of
higher and middle qualifications. Later, in 1937, scientific degrees of candidate and doctor of
pharmaceutical sciences were established, thus defining pharmacy as a science.

Eminent scientists in pharmacy during this period included M. Bergoltz, N. Valiashko,
A. Hinzberg, G.Kogan, V. Dzvoniv, A.Orekhov, A. Stepanov, Y. Fialkov, S. Shubin,
D. Shcherbachov, and others, who contributed to the development of pharmaceutical science and
the creation and improvement of the pharmaceutical education system. M. Bergoltz was
renowned for his research on medicinal plants containing glycosides and served as the director of
the Leningrad and later Moscow Pharmaceutical Institutes, as well as the chairman of the State
Pharmacopoeial Committee. N. Valiashko was the founder of the school for studying organic
substances through spectrographic research, guiding the completion of 25 candidate and doctoral
dissertations. G. Kogan worked in the field of pharmaceutical technology and galenic
preparations, authoring the first textbook on this discipline. P. Orekhov and his disciples
enriched pharmaceutical science by obtaining new alkaloids of significant medical importance.
S. Shubin contributed to the technology of pharmaceutical forms and galenic preparations,
skillfully combining experimentation with scientific research, and authored one of the finest
textbooks on pharmaceutical technology used by successive generations of domestic
pharmacists.

Pharmacy administrations, as standard bodies, worked on improving and rationalizing
pharmacy production, equipping pharmacies with the most rational pharmacy equipment and
inventory to facilitate work, ensure increased labor productivity, and address issues related to
bringing medical services closer to rural populations. Pharmacies were reconstructed and
furnished with new-design pharmacy furniture and burette installations developed by the
Leningrad Scientific Research Pharmaceutical Institute and the Central Pharmacy Scientific
Research Station (Moscow), as well as with instruments and reagents for quality control of
pharmaceutical products, and more. They began to use semi-finished products and pre-prepared
medicines more widely, and serial production of finished medicines was organized in galenic
laboratories. In 1935, in Ukraine, a new type of pharmacy establishments called pharmacy points
was established at rural paramedic-obstetrician stations, allowing for the provision of ready-
made medicines and dressing materials directly in villages where there were no pharmacies.
Ukraine’s experience in organizing medical services for populations in remote areas was soon
adopted by other republics.

Alongside the expansion of pharmacies and pharmacy points, a network of specialized
pharmacy shops was established. Improvements in the organization of pharmacy institutions and
the expansion of the pharmacy network, as well as increased production of galenic preparations
in pharmacy laboratories, demanded clear quality control of pharmaceutical products, a task
undertaken by pharmaceutical science. In December 1938, the Pharmacy Inspection of the
People’s Commissariat of Health of the USSR held a special conference, which identified ways
to strengthen the quality control of pharmaceutical products, bring it closer to pharmacies by
organizing control-analytical cabinets and desks, and increase the number of control-analytical
laboratories in all regional centers. During 1940 alone, over 70 control-analytical laboratories
were established, and as of January 1, 1941, there were 295 control-analytical laboratories, over
1100 control-analytical cabinets and desks, which ensured quality control of pharmaceutical
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products and contributed to the improvement of drug manufacturing technology in pharmacies.
Pharmacies transformed into state healthcare institutions, which, alongside medical services to
the population, carried out significant work in disseminating sanitary-hygienic knowledge. In the
pre-war years, the medical industry grew significantly, largely already meeting the needs of
healthcare authorities and the population for domestically produced medicines and medical
products. There is data indicating that during this period in the USSR (excluding the Baltic
republics), there were 270 pharmacy warehouses, 149 galenic-pharmaceutical factories and
laboratories, 179 optical workshops and workshops for repairing medical instruments and
equipment, 9723 pharmacies (excluding departmental pharmacies and pharmacies of closed type
at medical institutions), 109 branches of pharmacies (pharmacy points) in cities, and 13,864
pharmacy points in rural areas, along with 1400 pharmacy shops. During the World War 11, this
played a significant role, as galenic laboratories produced approximately 8,000 tons of
streptomycin, 50 tons of calcium chloride, over 80 tons of sodium chloride, and more than
150 tons of various disinfectants from 1941 to 1943. The main raw material for galenic
production was medicinal plants; pharmacy administrations initiated and organized the mass
collection of wild medicinal plants, involving public organizations, schools, collective farms, and
local populations. From 1941 to 1945, several thousand tons of medicinal plants were collected,
and a significant amount of tinctures and decoctions were produced. At the initiative of
pharmacy workers, during the war years, enterprises of local industry were organized to produce
essential medicines and care items for the sick from local raw materials or waste from local
industry production. Bandages were manufactured at production facilities of the pharmacy
system, and in large cities in unoccupied territories, the production of syringes, artificial teeth,
and pharmacy equipment was also established; at the Central Pharmacy Scientific Research
Laboratory, research was conducted on the creation of new drugs from medicinal plants,
replacing deficit types of raw materials (animal and vegetable fats, ethyl alcohol, etc.).

During the war years, the healthcare system, like the entire national economy of the
country, suffered significant losses. Thousands of medical and pharmacy institutions, pharmacy
production facilities, pharmacy warehouses, over 4600 pharmacies, and 7000 pharmacy points
were destroyed or looted in temporarily occupied territories. Therefore, the restored pharmacy
administrations faced the task of rebuilding the pharmacy network, equipping it with necessary
inventory and equipment, and organizing uninterrupted service for the population in liberated
areas. To address these issues as quickly as possible, it was necessary to establish a central
authority to oversee pharmacy affairs because the Pharmacy Inspection of the People’s
Commissariat of Health of the USSR could not ensure the fulfillment of these functions due to
its lack of influence on the organization of pharmacy network supplies. Therefore, in 1945, the
Main Pharmacy Administration (GAPU USSR) was established within the People’s
Commissariat of Health of the USSR, which was entrusted with organizing the supply of the
pharmacy network and overall management of pharmacy affairs in the country. It was
subordinate to the offices of «Chempharmtrade» and «Medinstrumenttrade», which distributed
medical products manufactured by industrial enterprises of all departments of the country. The
creation of GAPU allowed for a more comprehensive consideration of the demand of healthcare
authorities and the population for medicines and medical products, centralizing them, organizing
the placement of orders for their production, and involving enterprises of other departments in
the production of medical goods, thus significantly expanding the material and technical base of
the pharmacy economy and overall contributing to meeting the needs of healthcare authorities
and the population for medical preparations and other medical products.

Relying on the Central Pharmacy Research Institute, established in 1944 on the basis of the
Central Pharmacy Research Laboratory of the People’s Commissariat of Health of the Russian
Soviet Federative Socialist Republic (RSFSR) and the Central Pharmacy Research Laboratory of
the People’s Commissariat of Health of the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic (USSR), GAPU
USSR quickly introduced unified methods and forms of pharmacy management planning,
established staffing norms for pharmacies, determined consumption standards for essential
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medications, centralized the distribution of all manufactured medicines and medical products in
the country, and also worked on expanding the pharmacy network and training pharmaceutical
personnel.

In 1946, the All-Union Scientific Pharmaceutical Society was established; in the same
year, the eighth edition of the State Pharmacopoeia of the USSR was published, which
essentially became a newly developed code of state standards for medicinal products, primarily
domestically produced, based on the principles of state healthcare.

Regarding the training of pharmaceutical personnel and pharmacy managers, refresher
courses for employees were organized at pharmaceutical institutes and faculties; since 1954,
distance learning for pharmacists from individuals with secondary pharmaceutical education has
been initiated. This not only contributed to the improvement of the qualifications of pharmacy
workers and the professional culture of pharmacy establishments but also led to the improvement
of healthcare services for the population. However, quality medicines were not always sufficient
during this period.

As of the beginning of 1959, the number of pharmacy establishments in the country
exceeded 95,000, including 13,506 pharmacies only in the GUP system, 82,000 pharmacy
points, and 284 control-analytical laboratories. Additionally, over 400 analytical cabinets and
7,000 analytical tables were established alongside pharmacies. Approximately 75,000
pharmacists with higher and secondary education were engaged in providing healthcare services,
including 17,680 pharmacists. The training of pharmaceutical personnel was conducted by 16
pharmaceutical institutes and faculties, as well as around 40 pharmaceutical schools. In 1958,
medications and medical products worth over 8.3 billion rubles were dispensed by pharmacy
establishments to the population and medical institutions (almost 4 times more than in 1940). By
the beginning of the 1960s, a clear structure of management bodies was established in the
country. The overall management of the entire healthcare system was carried out by the Ministry
of Health of the USSR as a union-republican ministry, which developed long-term plans for the
development of healthcare in the country, coordinated and directed the development of medical
and pharmaceutical science, issued the State Pharmacopoeia, conducted measures to reduce
morbidity and organize healthcare services for the population, methodically managed the
training of personnel, carried out state sanitary supervision, approved the nomenclature and
categorization, as well as staffing norms of healthcare institutions. The Ministry of Health was
tasked with determining the need for medicines and medical products, placing orders for their
production, quality control of medicines and medical products, and their inter-republican
distribution; this ministry also handled international relations on healthcare and pharmaceutical
issues. Direct management of healthcare in the republics was entrusted to the ministries of health
of the union republics and local healthcare authorities - regional (territorial, city) departments of
health, which were departments of the respective executive committees of local councils.

Within the structure of the Ministry of Health of the USSR, there were relevant
departments and divisions. The Department of Specialized Medical Care, with its Medical
Radiology Division, had the following main tasks:

— Studying the health status of the population, developing measures to reduce morbidity
and mortality;

— Planning measures for further improvement of medical and preventive care and bringing
it closer to the population, primarily in the areas of cardiovascular pathology, tuberculosis,
oncology, psychoneurology, dentistry, traumatology, dermatovenereology, child health,
women’s health, and industrial workers’ health;

— Providing methodological assistance to the ministries of health of the union republics in
organizing medical and preventive care (Syatunya, 1998).

The State Sanitary Inspection was tasked with:

— Developing measures based on the achievements of medical science and practice and
studying the health status of the population aimed at further improving the sanitary conditions of
the country, reducing and eliminating infectious diseases;
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— Monitoring the implementation of measures to improve sanitary and hygienic conditions
in workplaces and living areas to prevent and reduce infectious diseases;

— Carrying out state preventive and current sanitary supervision in accordance with
established procedures;

— Exercising control over measures to ensure radiation safety;

— Providing methodological assistance to the ministries of health of the union republics in
organizing sanitary and epidemiological work;

— Organizing and directing measures for border sanitary protection, combating particularly
dangerous infections (plague, cholera, etc.). (Slipchuk, & Tsekhmister, 2017).

The Department of Medicines and Medical Equipment with Quality Inspection: developed
the main directions and indicators for the long-term planning of the development of the medical
industry — chemical and pharmaceutical, finished drugs, antibiotics, vitamins, blood substitutes,
endocrine drugs, medical instruments, devices, apparatus, equipment and medical products from
glass; carried out coordination and long-term planning of research and development works in the
field of medicines and medical equipment; set the level of wholesale and retail prices for medical
products; carried out state control over the quality of medical products. The Main Directorate of
Inter-Republican Medical Supply and Sales (Golovmedspojivzbut) had the following main tasks:

— determination of the country’s need for medical products (medicines, endocrine and
bacterial preparations, vitamins, medical equipment products, etc.) based on applications from
the ministries of health of the Union republics and other agencies; submitting in the established
order proposals for the export of these products, as well as submitting, if necessary, applications
to relevant organizations for the purchase of medicines and medical equipment abroad,

— distribution of the above-mentioned medical products between the Union republics,
ministries and agencies and allocation of these products for export;

— development of the main indicators regarding the long-term planning of the development
of the pharmacy business, as well as organizational forms of medical care for the population;

— development of resolutions and provisions on the pharmacy business and implementation
of general methodical guidance for the organization of medical services for the population;

— provision of institutions and organizations of union subordination with all materials
according to the plan of material and technical supply (Gubsky, & 1958).

In the structure of the Head of Medical and Consumer Affairs, there was a pharmacy
department, which was entrusted with the creation of provisions, rules and instructions for the
organization of medical care for the population, the order of storage, manufacture, quality
control and dispensing of drugs in pharmacy institutions, recommendations to the ministries of
health of the Union republics regarding the improvement of medical care for the population and
pharmacy management. In addition, the Ministry of Health of the USSR functioned as:
Administration of Institutes of Vaccines and Serums, Planning and Financial Department,
Department of Medical Educational Institutions and Personnel, Department of External
Communications, etc.; the following worked under the Ministry: Academy of Medical Sciences,
Institute of Health Care Organization and History of Medicine, All-Union Research Chemical
and Pharmaceutical Institute, All-Union Institute of Medicinal and Aromatic Plants, Central
Pharmacy Research Institute and a number of other research institutes, as well as trust for
cultivation and procurement of medicinal plant raw materials.

Let’s focus on those bodies of state management of the pharmacy business, which
determine our research interest. The State Pharmacopoeia Committee, as a body of the Ministry
of Health of the USSR, was part of the Department of Medicines and Medical Equipment with
Quality Inspection. It included representatives of science, medical industry and pharmacy; the
main task was the standardization of medicines used for treatment, preventive and disinfection
purposes in medical and veterinary practice. This committee performed the functions of: a)
compilation of the State Pharmacopoeia of the USSR and periodic additions to it; b) approval of
technical conditions for medicinal products; ¢) consideration and coordination of the standards of
herbal medicinal raw materials, chemicals, chemical reagents and technochemical products used
in medical, sanitary and hygienic institutions, factories and in the pharmacy network; d)
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clarification on the quality of drugs used in the health care system; e) standardization of methods
and conditions of drug preparation and development of their quality standards; €) compilation of
pharmaceutical guidelines (manual) of the USSR; g) consideration and drawing up conclusions
from comments to the state pharmacopoeia and other reference publications; h) systematic
publication of documents that regulated testing methods and standards of good quality of
medicinal products not included in the State Pharmacopoeia. For advisory work, the State
Pharmacopoeia Committee had a number of commissions: chemical, pharmaceutical,
pharmacological, etc. (Aptechnoye delo, 1958).

The Pharmacological Committee, as a body of the Ministry of Health of the USSR,
considered and made decisions on the expediency of using new medicines in medical practice, as
well as on the removal of outdated medicines from the scope of use (without the permission of
the Pharmacological Committee, medicines could not be used in medical practice); the
committee established the procedure for experimental and clinical testing of new drugs,
authorized their testing, discussed the materials of clinical trials, and decided on the use of new
drugs in medical practice. Simultaneously with the issuance of permission for the use of new
medicinal products, the Pharmacological Committee approved instructions on indications and
contraindications for their appointment and established higher single and daily doses of these
drugs (Slipchuk, & Tsekhmister, 2017).

Within the Main Directorate of Interrepublican Medical Supply and Sales of the
Ministry of Health of the USSR, there operated the Pharmaceutical Council as an advisory
body, the main task of which was to consider and discuss scientific and practical measures for
organizing pharmacy affairs in the country. Accordingly, the Pharmaceutical Council
reviewed and discussed prospective development plans for the pharmacy network, issues
related to organizing healthcare services for the population, and the supply of medications and
medical products to medical and preventive institutions. It also addressed matters concerning
quality control of pharmacy products, the training and improvement of pharmacy personnel,
accounting and planning in the pharmacy sector, rationalization and innovation, as well as the
fundamental principles governing the operation of the pharmacy network. Decisions of the
Pharmaceutical Council, adopted by a majority vote of its members, were approved by the
head of the Main Directorate of Medical Supply and Sales of the ministry (History of
Pharmacy of Ukraine, 1999).

Supplying the pharmacy network with medicines and medical products in the early 60s of
the 20th century. carried out by the Main Department of Inter-Republican Medical Supply and
Sales of the Ministry of Health of the USSR as part of the Soyuzkhimfarmtorg and
Soyuzmedinstrumenttorg offices; the first was entrusted with the supply of the pharmacy and
treatment network with medicines, ready-made medicines, vitamins, endocrine, bacterial
preparations, patient care items and other goods, and the second was with the supply of medical
instruments, equipment and apparatus. Some goods, for example, dressing materials, vegetable
and animal fats, ethyl alcohol, laboratory and pharmacy utensils, etc., were received by the main
pharmacy departments of the Union republics from the funds allocated by the State Plans of the
Union republics. Reagents were supplied to the pharmacy network through Soyuzreaktivzbut and
its specialized local stores. Items of sanitation, hygiene and some other items were received by
the pharmacy chain according to the orders of the relevant republican and regional (territory)
trade organizations (Syatinya, 1998).

The leadership of pharmaceutical affairs in the republics was carried out by the Main
Pharmacy Administrations of the Ministries of Health of the union republics, abbreviated as
"GAPU." The main task of the GAPU in the republics was to organize medical services for the
population and supply medical institutions with medications and other medical products. The
GAPU of the republics directly or through regional (city, territorial, autonomous republic)
pharmacy administrations managed all the activities of the pharmacies in the republic.

Regional (regional, city, ASSR) pharmacy administrations were subordinated either
directly to the Main Pharmacy Administration of the Union Republic on the basis of branches,
or to the relevant department of local health care. The gap of the republic determined the need
for medicines, supplied the pharmacy network with medical goods, organized the training and
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retraining of pharmaceutical personnel, planned the development of the pharmacy business in
the republic, and systematically monitored the activity of the pharmacy network, the state of
medical care for the population, the quality of pharmacy products, and also planned their
turnover , stock, financial activity, capital construction of pharmacy institutions, supervised
the implementation of all planned tasks and managed their financial and economic activities;
republican Pharmacy Councils operated during the Gap of the Republics (Hubskyi, 1964).

The main task of the regional (ASSR, regional, city) pharmacy administration was the
organization of medical services for the population and the supply of medical and preventive
institutions of the region (region) with medicines and medical products. The pharmacy
department carried out its work in coordination with the regional (territory, city) department of
health care, submitted its annual applications for medicines and medical products to it for
consideration, jointly worked out the distribution of the most important medicines and medical
products. Pharmacy administrations included various self-supporting pharmacy institutions and
enterprises: interdistrict offices, pharmacies, drugstores, warehouses, as well as production
enterprises; the opening of pharmacies and other pharmacy institutions and enterprises was
carried out by the pharmacy management according to the approved plan. One of the main
functions of the pharmacy management was the management and control of the activity of the
pharmacy network of the region (region, city), implementation of measures aimed at improving
the work of pharmacy institutions. The pharmacy management was engaged in improving the
qualifications of pharmacy workers, organized the purchase and procurement of medicinal plant
raw materials, managed the organization of accounting and reporting in pharmacy institutions,
and directly controlled their pharmaceutical and economic activities. The interdistrict office was
organized only in those cases when individual districts of the region or region were significantly
distant from the regional (regional) center and the pharmacy administration could not ensure
proper management and supply of the pharmacy network of these districts. The main task of the
interdistrict office was the organization of medical services for the population of several districts
and the supply of medical and preventive institutions with medicines and medical products. The
work of the inter-district office was carried out on the basis of planned tasks and directives of the
GAP of the republic or the regional (territory) pharmacy administration, in coordination with the
district health care departments. The interdistrict office included pharmacies and pharmacy
points, drugstores, pharmacy warehouses, kiosks and trays, control and analytical laboratories
and various production enterprises, for example, galena laboratories (Slipchuk, & Tsekhmister,
2017).

The All-Union Scientific Pharmaceutical Society was an authoritative voluntary
organization of pharmaceutical workers engaged in research and practical work in the field of
pharmacy and related disciplines. His tasks included: promoting the scientific development of
the theory and practice of pharmacy; promoting the improvement of the qualifications of
members of the society, expanding and deepening their special knowledge, as well as education
based on the best traditions of domestic pharmacy, medicine and natural science; providing
scientific-methodical and practical assistance to health care bodies, institutions and enterprises in
improving medical care for the population and implementing the latest achievements of
pharmaceutical and medical science into practice; development and submission for consideration
of the Ministry of Health of the USSR, the Ministry of Health of the Union Republics and local
health authorities of proposals for improving the pharmacy business and medical service to the
population and scientific work in the field of pharmacy; summarizing the work experience of
practical workers and innovators in the field of pharmacy; promotion of the achievements of
pharmaceutical and medical science regarding new drugs among the general pharmaceutical and
medical community and the population.

Conclusions. Therefore, during one of the previous historical periods of the development
of the pharmaceutical industry (the 1920s to the 1960s), there was a revival of pharmaceutical
education and its institutionalization, which contributed to the professional training of
pharmaceutical specialists with higher education. This development was also facilitated by the
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establishment of regional pharmacy administrations throughout the territory of Ukrainian lands
starting from March 1, 1935, replacing the branches of the All-Ukrainian Pharmacy
Administration. The expansion of the pharmacy network led to a significant demand for
pharmaceutical professionals with secondary and higher specialized education.

In the 1950s and 1960s, there was an expansion of the idea of continuous education, driven
by the increasing number of pharmaceutical professionals with higher pharmaceutical education,
necessary for the development of pharmaceutical science and industry management practices.
The establishment of the All-Union Scientific Pharmaceutical Society contributed to the
scientific development of pharmacy theory and practice, the enhancement of the qualifications of
its members, the expansion and deepening of their specialized knowledge, as well as the
cultivation based on the best traditions of national pharmacy, medicine, and natural sciences. It
also provided scientific, methodological, and practical assistance to workers and managers of
pharmacy networks.

Prospects for further research. The conducted research did not exhaust all the historical-
pedagogical aspects of the multifaceted issue of pharmaceutical professionals’ training,
particularly concerning the formation of their organizational and managerial culture. Further
scholarly studies are needed for the establishment and development of professional training for
pharmaceutical professionals in Ukraine in the modern period; analysis of teaching methods for
individual pharmacy disciplines; the emergence of scientific schools at medical universities;
research activities of teachers and students in relevant educational institutions; connections
between these institutions at the international level, as well as collaboration with scientific and
charitable societies and public organizations.
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ORGANIZATIONAL AND MANAGEMENT CONDITIONS OF ACTIVITY
OF SPECIALISTS IN THE DOMESTIC PHARMACEUTICAL INDUSTRY
IN THE 1920s-1960s

The article outlines the ways of development of Ukrainian pharmaceutical industry in the
20-60s of the twentieth century, the emergence of new forms of medical care, and management
structures for the organization of pharmacy in the country. A historical-retrospective analysis of
the prerequisites for training specialists for the pharmaceutical sector in Ukraine in one of the
main periods of its formation highlights the patterns of development in the general context of
professional medical education and clarifies the circumstances of the leading features of
organizational culture in pharmacy. It is proved that in previous historical periods of the industry
development the prerequisites for the emergence of the organizational and managerial culture of
pharmacists were: structuring the pharmacy, its concentration in the hands of the state, expanding
the medical industry, and improving medical care, solving scientific and practical issues of
pharmaceutical education organization of quality control of pharmacy products, expansion of the
pharmaceutical industry and centralization of supply in the pharmacy network.

The scientific achievements of prominent figures of pharmacy in this period (M. Bergolts,
N. Valyashko, A. Ginzberg, G. Kogan, V. Dzvoniv, A. Orekhov, A. Stepanov, J. Fialkov, S. Shubin,
D. Shcherbachov, and others) who have made significant contributions to the development of
pharmaceutical science, construction and improvement of pharmaceutical education, namely: the
creation of the first textbooks on pharmacy, the technology of dosage forms, the establishment of
a school for the study of organic matter by spectrographic research, development and
implementation of dosage technology and galenic preparations, research of medicinal plants, a
skillful combination of experiment with scientific research, etc. It promoted scientific development
of questions of the theory and practice of pharmacy, advanced training of members of society,
expansion and deepening of their specific knowledge, and also education on the best traditions of
domestic pharmacy, medicine, and natural sciences, providing scientific and methodological and
practical assistance to employees and managers of pharmacy chains.

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METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF MODELLING THE HEALTH-DEVELOPING
ENVIRONMENT OF A MODERN EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION
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The article deals with the methodological bases of modeling the health-developing
environment of a modern educational institution and the implementation of health-saving
educational technologies in general secondary educational institutions, especially in the
conditions of martial law in Ukraine. By evaluating the works of N. Beseda, O. Vashchenko,
N. Makarenko, N. Polishchuk, L. Romanenko, and L. Rybalko, the key functions of these
technologies, such as formative, informational and communicative, diagnostic, adaptive,
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reflective, and integrative, are identified and classified into medical and hygienic, physical
culture and health, environmental and recreational, safety and health development, each of
which has its specific methods and forms of implementation. Scientific approaches are
considered, including systemic, activity, competence, integrative, environmental, and personal,
reflecting different aspects of health promotion in the educational process.

Emphasis is placed on the latest technology, such as safety lessons for students in grades
5-6, which ensure the formation of responsibility for health and safety, mastering the basics of
safe behavior in emergencies, and improving life skills. The methodological features of safety
lessons, which include active teaching methods, group work, situational tasks, and the use of
didactic games, are considered.

The article describes the arrangement of safety classes as centers of health-saving
educational technologies, in particular, their equipment with modern multimedia tools for
conducting training sessions. The considered approaches and methods have been implemented
in the educational process of the general secondary schools of Poltava city and Poltava region,
which confirms their effectiveness in ensuring the safety and health of students under martial
law. The technologies and developed educational and methodological materials that have been
comprehensively used to implement the author’s logical and functional model in the general
secondary education institutions of Poltava city and Poltava region are described.

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FOREIGN AND DOMESTIC EXPERIENCE IN SYSTEMATIZING KEY
COMPETENCIES OF FUTURE SPECIALISTS IN THE SOCIO-CULTURAL SPHERE

In the context of modern cultural and educational processes of ensuring the quality of
vocational education, the article highlights the advanced achievements of foreign and domestic
experience in systematizing the key competencies of future specialists in the socio-cultural
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sphere in educational institutions of pre-professional education. The leading examples of such
systematization by scientists from European countries (Germany, Austria, Finland, Belgium,
etc.), international experts of the Organization for European Cooperation and Development, the
Council of Europe are characterized. It has been found that foreign scientists and organizers of
vocational education provide recommendations for the qualification of professional
competencies on the basis of common (key) knowledge, skills, values, and work experience for
all specialties;, such key competencies include: educational and cognitive, general cultural,
informational, communicative, social and labor, uniting them by a common understanding of the
totality of personal qualities (abilities, skills, abilities) due to experience in a particular socially
significant area.

Domestic scientists are expanding these approaches in professional (pre-professional,
initial professional) education by focusing on the training of generalists capable of carrying out
professional activities based on the integration of several specialties and professions. This is
facilitated by the appropriate systematization of key (general) competencies, which include
cognitive, social, communicative, informational, and special competencies.

Prospects for the study include the identification of a system of key competencies for
specialists trained in colleges of culture and arts.

The authors emphasize that legal culture is a key aspect of professional
competence formation, as it ensures not only the acquisition of legal knowledge, but also the
development of legal awareness and civic responsibility. In a modern state governed by the rule
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of law, which seeks to integrate with the European educational space, the formation of legal
culture is of particular importance, as it allows future professionals to function in accordance
with the requirements of the legal field. The author emphasizes the need to integrate legal
knowledge into training programs for specialists in various fields, in particular in the
pedagogical sphere, where legal culture should become an integral part of professional
education. This will allow students not only to acquire basic legal knowledge but also to develop
skills of lawful behavior, the ability to critically analyze legal situations and apply legislation in
practice.

The article emphasizes that legal culture contributes to the education of conscious citizens
who are able to protect their rights, comply with the law and actively participate in public life. In
general, legal culture is seen as an important tool that contributes to the development of a high
level of legal awareness, respect for the law and readiness to actively participate in building a
democratic society among future professionals. The research methodology is based on the
general theoretical methods of analysis, synthesis, abstraction and a systematic approach, which
allows revealing the main trends and prospects for the formation of legal culture in the process
of continuous humanitarian training; the author also considers the experience of forming legal
culture in pedagogical educational institutions and the role of legal education in training
specialists capable of lawful activity and active participation in the formation of law and order
in society.

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UKRAINIAN FOLK COSTUME AS AN IMPORTANT HISTORICAL PHENOMENON

The article is devoted to folk costume as an element of the material and spiritual heritage
of Ukrainians. The research aims to analyze a folk costume as an essential carrier of
Ukrainians’ material culture. The key stages of the development of Ukrainian costume in the
historical context are described. Literary sources that are the basis for the study of Ukrainian
folk costume as an important historical phenomenon are analyzed.

The value of studying the educational component «History of Ukrainian Costumey by
higher education students is outlined. The author’s experience of teaching this discipline at
Poltava V. G. Korolenko National Pedagogical University is presented. The effectiveness of
involving students in research activities, including the analysis of printed sources, visiting
museum collections, and collecting and reproducing samples of folk costumes, is emphasized.
The tasks for practical classes on the «History of Ukrainian Costumey are proposed.

The article presents the regional peculiarities of clothing production in different regions of
Ukraine based on the division of traditional costume elements into undergarments, waist, chest,
outerwear, belts, hats, shoes, and jewelry. The main local features of Ukrainian clothing are cut,
silhouette, coloring, decorative and ornamental solutions, and form. The characteristics and
division into types of each costume element are given. The features of Poltava traditional
costumes are described: women’s Poltava shirts, the most common men’s shirt « Chumachkay,
kersetki with 3, 5, 7, or 9 «whiskersy», «Veremiyivskyy dukachs. The article examines the belt as
an important element of the costume, the materials from which it was made, and the decoration
variants.
